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Television in England is making rapid progress. Before the
war the first public television service in the world was already
established at the Alexandra Palace, near London, but on Sep-
tember 1st, 1939, it was closed down for reasons of security and
so that its eqmpment and technical staff might be used by the
Services. In June this year the British Broadcasting Corpora-

 tion’s Television Service was resumed with a very successful
view of the Victory Parade. Since then television in England

‘has already become firmly re-established and is-daily. attrx"tct-
ing new and enthusiastic vmwels ' .

BOND ISSUE SOLD

A $4,000,000 issue of British ‘Co-
lumbia’ serial debentures maturing
annually in amounts.__ of $200,000
each, has been purchased by a syn-
dicate comprising Mills, Spence &
Co.; -the Bank of Montreal; Bell,
Guinlock & Co.; McLeod, Young &
Weir Co., and McMahon & Burns
Ltd., it was announced by Hon. H.
Anscomb, minister of finance.

The price paxd was - 99.03. The
cost {o the provmce on a weighted
average basis is 2.72 per cent. The
issue is for the purpose of refund-
ing outstanding debentures and
does not increase the provincial
debt.

The sale, Mr. Anscomb stated,
enables a saving of $20,000 a year
in interest which amount will in-
crease annually by $1,000. The new
issue will bear 21 per cent cou-
pons for the first ten years, and
234 for the final ten years.

LIQUOR POLICY

Hon. G. S. Wismer, I{.C.,.,Attorn-
ey-General, and W. F. Kennedy,

chairman of the Liquor Control

Board, are personally opposed to
the dlstrlbutlon of ‘liquor. in. any
{form in restaurants.

This was made known in a state-
ment issued by the Attorney Gen-
eral as a note of warnmg to those
purchasing restaurants in the hope
that perhaps sometime in the fu-
ture, cocktail -lounges and other
methods of distribution of liguor
will be established in restaurants.
The Attorney-General, however,
did state that changes in liquor
distribution were being considered
but that a policy had not been de-
cided upon for submission to the
government,.

NEW Lt.-GOVERNOR

Last Tuesday, Charles A Banks,
prominent British Columbia min-
ing man, was sworn into office as
Lientenant-Governor of British Co-
lumbia, in the presence of the out-
going Lieutenant-Governor, W. C.
Woodward, Mrs. Woodward, Prem-
ier John Hart and membexs of the
Cabinet.

POWER COMMISSION

The steel strike which was in
effect for more than ten weeks has
set back the B.C. Power Commis-
sion’s Campbell River development
program by at least three months,
it was announced by Premier Hart.

Parts for the first turbine have
arrived on the job, while a begin-
iing has been made on the power-
Jiouse sub-structure.

For the first five months of the
current fiscal year the B.C..Power
Commission has increased its num-
bher of consumers by 771, bringing
the total number up to 14,873, an
addition of 1,603 mew consumers
since the beginning of its opera-
tions in August, 1945.

RATION NOTES

98 Amerlcan visitors alone, mostly
hunters, having secured their tem-
porary rations here. Trappers, who
apply for three months advance
rations, have also been numerous.

A surve‘y of the north-eastern
part of Quesnel discloses that des-
pite the many difficulties in the
way of obtaining building mater-
ials, there are 47 new homes in
process of construction in that
area, It is true that many of these
homes are only partly built, and

others have had to substltute var-.

ious materials in construction. But
the optimistic builders seem to be
overcoming all restrictions and dif-
ficulties in their resolve to own
their own homes.

In addition to these homes in
the north-eastern’ part of the
town others are being built else-
where, and it is estimated that at
least 75 new dwellings have been
built this year, or are now under
constiruction. It is also known that
a number of local business con-
cerns are only waiting for an eas-
ing of  building materials before
undertakmg extensmns altera-
tions-or, in some cases, the build-
ing of new structures.

This_activity_ has Ol'eatly added

[ to0 the difficulties of the Village

Commissioners, owing to the re-
sulting need for. extension of light-
and water services, and the huild-
ing of new streets. The water ques-
tion in particular is troublesome.
Pacific Power Co., which holds the
water franchise, has shown no dis-
posiflon to extend its service, and
the Commissioners, even if they
<0 desired, have no power to inter-
fere. In the matter of light and
power, it cannot be improved until
the government builds its new
powerhouse and plant here, prob-
ably in the spring. At the present
time it all adds up to the fact that
the town is growing much faster
than necessary services can be
provided.

Since the commencement of the
school term, two regular besides
numerous emergent meetings of
the Quesnel District Board of
School Trustees, District No. 28,
have been held, with members D.
J. Pike, E.
C. Beath, W. Sanford and
H. Mofrat present, and with B.
Cherry, secretary, attending.

Two schools now closed—Baker
Creek and Moose Heights—were
under discussion. It was decided
that these schools should be reop-
ened if enrolment of pupils proved
sufficient. Teachers will be engag-
ed after a survey has-been made.

R. H. J. Monk reported on activ-
ities at the Quesnel School since
his appointment as principal, and
mentioned the following: Enrol-
ment is now 217, plus the possible
addition of a further 23; there is
a shortage of desks and classrooms
are badly overcrowded. He further
stated that there was no physical
education- or arts equipment, and
requested that $50 be put aside for
the purpose of a nucleus to obtain
these items.

Since the last meeting arrange-
ments have been made for the use
of the old log school building to
take care of extra classes.

J. J. Roddis, on invitation of the
Board, explained the operation of
the new proposed health service.
He pointed out that while the new
service will probably cdouble the
cost of health inspection and ser-
vice, it would also be far fuller in
scope than the old. and \vould al-
so be under direct supervision of
the Board of Trustees.

In making his report to the Board
Inspectm Stibbs stated that pupils
in the Baker Creek district were
widely scattered, and in his opinion
correspondence course studies this
year would provide the best solu-
tion to the problem.

Guest Speaker At
Trade Board Meet

ing of the local Board of Trade
following the summer recess, held
in the Municipal Hall Wednesday
night. Mr. Irvine in his short talk
spoke mainly on three items of
business which had been dealt with
at the last session of the Dominion
Parliament: initiation of export
credits to foreign coutries and Bri-
tain; the Breton Woods Monetary
Agreement, and the Canadian Cit-
izenship Act.

Mr. Irvine said that he did not
intend making a political address,
but would give the members a short
resume of the most important leg-
islation.: He also felt, he said, that
Boards of Trade and other public
bodies of the electorate should call
upon their member to make a re-
port at least once a year. Members,
he added, should seek the advice
of their electors.

The initiation of export credits
by Canada, Mr. Irvine went on, had
amounted to $640,000,000 to foreign
countries and Britain had been giv-
en a credit of one billion and a
gquarter dollars. In addition to this
a British debt of a half billion dol-
lars in connection with the Empire
Air Training Scheme had been
cancelled.

Dealing briefly with the Breton
Woods Agreement, he said that
while the plan undoubtedly was
imperfect at present, it was the
best that could be devised on short
notice, and was essential for world
recovery following the war.

The Canadian Citizenship Act,
Mr. Irvine maintained, was some-
thing that should have been at-
tended to years ago. Up until time
of the passage of the new Act Can-
adians had no legal status even in
their own country, regardless of
how many generations had been
born in Canada. It was necessary
for census and other purposes to
give the nationality of one’s grand-
father or great-grandfather. The
new Act, he added, -would make
Canadians nationally conscious.

The speaker said he had brought
the matter of the extension of the
Pacific Great Eastern Railway to
the attention of the House, and
was agreeably surprised at the
support for the railway he had re-
ceived from all parties in the
chamber. He added, however, that
nothing could be done regarding
the railway until negotiations at
present under way by Premier
Hart have been completed. He said
it was time the vast resources of
British Columbia’s interior were
tapped. The country through which
the P.G.E. at present passes, and
through which the extension would
go are about the richest in the
wvorld in raw materials. ’

The world’s greatest needs at the
present time is food and housing.
As far as Canada was concerned
we are perhaps the best off of any
country. The housing situation
however, presented a different pic-
ture. Canada needed 700,000 new
homes, and prospects are that on-
ly about 50,000 could be completed
this year. He mentioned the short-
ages in building materials, partic-
ularly of nails and other metal
products necessary to the building
trades.

Canada’s farmers, he went on,
had had a bad time during the
war, and were now suffering from
a lack of agricultural implements.
Crops had been somewhat curtailed
on this account. It was hoped he v-
ever, that this condition would im-
prove during the coming year.
Canadians should be particularly
proud of the record of its hard-
working farmers during the war.
