Mr. and Mrs. Ohms had stepped 
across the road to a neighbors, 
leaving the children asleep in their 
home, which was a large tent with 
lumber walls and floor. Shortly af-
afterwards they -heard an explos­
ion and saw the whole house en­
veloped in flames. 

Ml-. Ohms dashed across the few 
yards separating the buildings and 
ran into the fire dragging out the 
children, and in so doing suffered 
severe burns aix)Ujt the hands, face 
and arms. His heroic action was 
in vain, however, as the children 
had died of burns and asphyxia­
tion in the few moments that in­
tervened between the explosion 
and his arrival. 

It is evident that a gasoline 
lamp, which was not lighted, but 
was ha.hging close to a lighted 
lamp, had become heated and ex­
ploded, scattering burning gaso­
line over the entire interior of the 
room. In seconds the whole place 
was in flames. 
, Mr. Ohms was rushed to the hos­

pital where he was a patient for 
a few days receiving treatment for 
his burns. 

A coroner's inquest was held on I 
Tuesday under Coroner E. C. Lunn, 
when the jury brought down the 
following verdict: "That Leslie 
James Ohms and Margaret Louise 
Ohms had come to their death on 
the 14th day of December, 1946, at 
a point approximately 30 miles 
south of Quesnel on the West side 
•of the Fraser River, by burning, 
sufi'ocation and shoclc, while sleep­
ing in a lumber-walled tent, the 
fire having apparently been caus­
ed by a gasoline lamp, unlighted, 
wliicli was hanging in close prox­
imity to a lighted lamp ,thereby 
causing an explosion." 

The jury then added the follow­
ing rider to the verdict: "That this 
jury suggests that greater care 
should be taken by parents of 
.small ciilldren in handling gaso­
line appliances, and leaving young 
children unattended." 

The following men composed the 
jury: Don Fraser, foreman, Vern 
Frank, Richard C-Davis, John 
Gray, Maurice Vaupel, Alf Purmal. 

Witnesses at the Inquest were 
the parents, Mr. and Mrs. Ohms, 
Charles Taylor and Wm. F. Heaton 
of Oliver's Mill, and Dr. J, F. Avr 
ery, who gave medical evidence.

Agreement Reached 
On Federal-Provincial 
Financial Arrangment 

VICTORIA, B.C. — A five-year 
agreement, the main feature of 
which would give .British Colum­
bia a total revenue from Federal 
subsidy alone of at least $100,000,-
000 as rental payment by the Do­
minion for the province's income, 
corporation and succession duty 
tax fields and statutory subsidies, 
v/ill be recommended to the Pro­
vincial Legislature for acceptance 
by ithe Government, It was an­
nounced by Premier John Hart, 
following a cabinet meeting called 
•immediately upon his return from 
Ottawa wliei-e he conferred with 
Prime Minister W. L, Mackenzie 
King and other Federal ministers. 

Here are the features of" the a-
greement in their order of im­
portance: I 

1. There will be no double taxla-
tion. ' i 

2. British Columbia will receive 
an annual subsidy from the Do­
minion in ;̂ e,turn for vacating the 
income, corporation and succession 
duty tax fields and relinquishing 
statutory subsidies amounting :to 
approximately $1,000,000 annually. 
This subsidy is minimized at $18,-
000,000, or 150 iper cent of the pay­
ment vunder ̂  the;; wartimê  tax 'a-
g-feement̂ -'î el̂ ^̂ Siil̂ ^̂ ^ 
'the 1942 population and gi'oss na­
tional product. This means that 
the subsidy will rise and fall an­
nually according to the rise and 
fall in population and gross na­
tional product. But it will never be 
less than $18,000,000 (on this basis 
the subsidy for 1947 will amount 
to $21, 299,000 or total of more than 
$1000,000.000 during the life time 
of the agreement, namely five 
years). 

3. 'The agreement does not in­
fringe on the constitutional i-ights 
of the province, all provincial tax 
fields affected beipg vacated on a 
rental basis to the Dominion. At 
the end of five years the lease will 
terminate at which time the pro­
vince could then review its posi­
tion in the light of existing condi­
tions or renew the agreement as 
might be deemed most beneficial. 

4. The Dominion Government 
has vacated the gasoline tax field, 
leaving this source of revenue to 
the provinces. It is estimated that 
British Columbia will receive more 
than $2,000,000 from this source. 
This means that there will be no 
increase in taxation in this field, 
and that the province, in conform-
it - with its already announced 
policy will be able to appropriate 
a like amount for necessary hard 
surfacing of roads. 

5. Treasury bills held by the Do­
minion and amounting to approxi­
mately $34,000,000 ai-e to be'par­
tially cancelled and the remainder 
paid on a long-term basis. Part 
of the remaining direct relief debt 
without interest is as follows: 

(a) $8,000,000 borrowed on ac­
count of direct relief to be written 
ofl" by the Dominion. 

(b) -8.000.000 borroweti on ac­
count of direct relief to be repaid 
without interest. 

(c) $8,000,000 borrowed for pub­
lic works relief projects to be paid 
off on a long-term basis at a rate 
not to exceed 2.625 per cent. 

(d) $10,000,000 borrowed for the 
purpose of meeting maturing lia­
bilities during the depression to be 

paid off on a long-term basis at a 
rate not to exceed 2.625 per cent. 

6. The treasury, bill arrangement 
now makes it possible for the pro­
vince to retire its revised indebted­
ness in thirty annual payments of 
$1,124,675.24, which amount includ­
es both payment of the principal 
and interest chai'̂ 'es. Until the 
present it has heen found necessary

Five-Year Pact 

PREMIER JOHN HART has arriv­
ed back from Ottawa after his 

conferences with Prime Minister 
King and other Dominion minis­
ters; and he has brought back a 
plan for a five-year financial a-
greement between the Provincial 
and Dominion governments. 

The Premier has frankly admit­
ted tha-t he did.not obtain all the 
concessions'he had hoped for from 
the Dominion. However, after a 
study of a draft of the agreement 
most British Columbians will con­
sider he has done a good job of 
work. 

Under the wartime agreement 
with the Dominion Government 
British Columbia received $15,000,-
000 in c onsideration of surrender­
ing various provincial fields of tax­
ation, notably those of income, 
corporation and succession duty. 
Under the proposed new agreement 
the Province will get $21,300,000 in 
cash payment, as well as the re­
turn of some fields of taxation and. 
other advantages. 

Other important considerations 
are removal of the bugbear of 
double taxation; assurance fi'om 
the Dominion authorities that the 
question of greater consideration 
for old-age pensioners would be 
investigated at an early date; 
plans to be made for a public in­
vestment program to mitigate any 
future cycle of depression, and 
many like problems.. 

Mr. Hart did a workmanlike job, 
but perhaps his greatest accomp­
lishment was his foresight in mak­
ing concessions to the Dominion 
Government, and consequently to 
the other Canadian provinces, in 
the interest of Canadian unity. He 
wants British Cohunbla's living 
standard high, but not at the ex­
pense of other Canadians. 

B. C. Blood 
Donor Plan 
Inaugurated 

All Canada is waiting to see how 
British Columhia organizes and 
instals its new Red Cross Trans-

, fusion Service, states Air Vice-
'Mar.shal F. V. Heakes. vice-chair­

man of. this committee lor the B. 
C. Division of the Canadian Red 
Cross Society. Marshal Heakes has 
just returned to Vancouver, from 
a meeting of the national' com­
mittee in Toronto, where plans for 
opening of clinics and laboratory 
in British Columbia, were discuss­
ed. 

"There is tremendous enthusi­
asm concerning this new Red Cross 
service which will provide blood 
and plasma, free of any charge 
whatever, to hospital patients," 
said Marshal Heakes. "The impor­
tance of B.C.'s response to this Red 
Cross project is being watched with 
greatjnterest across Canada. The 
fact that there is no pre-diet, 
shouldsencourage a good response 
from citizens when the appeal goes 
out later for donors." 

A team of 18 women, nurses, 
technicians, aides and drivers, with 
two male 'technicians, will arrive 
in Vancouver early: in the new year 
to inaugurate this service. They 
will train local personnel to carry 
on in British Columbia before they 
move on at the end of three months 
to commence this project in an­
other province. By the end of 1947 
it is hoped tp have this service op­
erating in every part of Canada. 

The blood donor button system 
will be continued from war-time 
.s.tates Marshal Heakes. In .addi­
tion, new donors will be given but­
tons so that they will have national 
recognition of their service to their 
fellow' men. War-time donors wiU 
be credited with past performance, 
their continued service being re­
flected ih the type of button they 
receive. 

Gasoline ITragedyl 

A QUESNEL coroner's jury this 
week added a rider to its ver­

dict given in the death of two in­
fants, who died in the flaming 
holocaust of their home a few miles 
from tmvn. That rider was to the 
effect that more care should be 
taken with appliances using gaso­
line, and that young children 
should not be left unattended in 
the home. 

This district, until last week, has 
been fortunate In this regard. We 
have had few accidents and no 
tragedies, hut time has at last run 
out. It seems ̂ heartless*and Would 
serve no good purpose to criticize 
lieartbroken parents, but there 
are nevertheless, dozens of par­
ents who might have suffered a 
similar tragedy in the immediate 
area at almost any time. One par­
ent at least should remain at home
