Clement Report

Between 30 and 60 ner cent of
debts owed by farmers of the Fras-
er Valley, the Okanagan and the
Kootenays for drainage, dyking
and irrigation schemes may be
cancelled under a plan proposed by-
Dean F. M. Clement of the faculty
of agriculture at the University of
British Columbia if his report, pre-
csented to the Legislature, is imple-
mented as the present Session.

The dyking, drainage, and irri-
gation debts now amount to a to-
tal of $2,985.199.

In ‘brief, Dean Clement recom-
mends:

That all existing debts on these
schemes be amortized over a per-
iod of 40 .years.

That the farmers set up a renew-
al reserve, by annual payments,
that will take care of replacements.

That the districts maintain their
works in condition as they do at
present.

If the last two conditions are ob-
served, thedistricts need only make
a token payment to the Govern-
ment, instead of the instalments
called for in the amortization plan.

REMOVAL OF FRASER

RIVER CANYON TOLL

ANNOUNCED THURSDAY

After more than 20 years, the
toll gate on the Fraser River Can-
yon near Spuzzum, has been abol-
ished, it was announced by Public
Works Minister Ernie C. Carson in
‘the Legislature Thursday.

This news will be received with
en'thu-siamn in Cariboo and other
interior points. The toll has been
an irritation to up-country people
ever since its inception, and they
have never ceased to fight for its
removal. To the motorist vyvho was
compelled to use the road,tliere be-
ing no other into the 1n'ter101 it
was a nuisance: but to tluckels it
was a considerable financial drain,
a return trip to the north country
from Vancouver costing anywhere
from $20 to $40 in tolls.

During the past few years the
toll gate has provided about $120,-
000 annual to the provincial treas-
ury, and this money was used to
keep the road in condition. What
made interior -residents see red,
however, was the fact that it was
the only toll charge levied on a
‘provincial highway, despite- tne
fact that there were other high-
ways in the province equally ex-
pensive to. maintain which were
toll free.

According “to one tlucker who -
has amwed here since the toll was
abolished, there will likely be an
increase of $10 per trip for drivers
on ¢he route owing to the lifting
of this levy,

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Toll Gate Goes

NE OF the most pleasant pieces
of news for Cariboo and other
interior points for many a moon
vras announcement of the removal
of the toll gate from the Fraser
River Canyon highway, made by
Public Works Minister E. C. Car-
son Thursday.

For twenty-one lohg years this
toll has been a thorn in the side
of interior residents. It was con-
sidered, and rightly so we think,
that the levy was discrimination
against one sector of the province
for which there was no justifica-
tion. The Government stated that
the toll was imposed and main--
tained to help defray the heavy ex-
pense of keeping the Canyon route
open.

This. explanation, however, was
never considered adequate by in-
terior residents. They pointed out
“that it was the only toll charge
on a pubhc highway within the
province; and also that there were
other roads in British Columbia
that also were expensive to main-
tain but where no toll was charged.

In addition to these points, the
Canyon highway was, and still is,
the only route by which motorists
and truckers can enter the Pro-
vince.

Anyway, bygones are bygones,
and we of Cariboo atre delighted
that at last the Government has
seen the light. Our special thanks

T SEEMS that most towns_ and
villages in the interior of the
Province are suffering a dearth of
of professional men and craftsmen
of the building and other skilled

of The Wells Chronicle that Wells
is suffering because of the inabil-
ity to obtain a dentist. Other plac-
es are feeling seriously the lack of
medical doctors.

Skilled tradesmen — carpenters,
plumbers, sheet metal workers, and
like craftsmen—are at a premium.
In our own case, we have been try-
ing for three months to obtain the
services of a journeyman printer,
but - without results. We know of
at least three other country pub-
lishing plants in a like quandry.
- The answer to this problem seems
to lie in a revamping of the ap-

precticeship regulations, and more
incentive offered to young men to
learn these various crafts. And in

However, the 1e'150n we are suf-
fering so severely at the present
time is probably duc to the de-
pression of the 1930's, followed by
World War II. Firms with their
backs to the wall could not afford
and had no use for apprentices
during the ‘depression, and our
young men were in the armed ser-
vices during the war. During that
fitteen-year period many of the
old timers have either passed on to
itheir reward or have been com-
pelled by ill heath or old age to
give up their jobs. The result has
been an increasingly severe short-
age of trained men.
