Under the Grubstake Act the 
Provincial Department of Mines 
already has granted assistance 
for the coming season to 44 new 
seekers for mineral wealth, .while 
another 40 applications are receiv­
ing consideration, it was announc­
ed bv Hon. R. C. MacDonald, min­
ister of mines. 

Originated to stimulate search 
for strategic metals required in 
the prosecution of the war, the 
Grubstake Act has been carried 
into peacetime, to foster the quest 
for precious metals, and the an­
nual fund has beeen extensively 
drawn upon by war veterans. 

It offers a maximum grubstake 
of .$300 per man, plus an amount 
up to $200 for travelling expenses, 
if required.

^ne of the stipulations laid down 
byj National Housing, before build-
ini can be started, is that all lots 
ninst be adequately served with 
water and light. This will entail 
c"ons;derable expense on the part 
of;'ithe Municipality, but if the town 
is'̂ 'to expand and .prosp'fer, it is a 
certainty that new -homes must be 
provided'to accoiumodate the fast 
growing population. 

.Re,sidents will perhaps be wise to 
prfe.pare for an increase in the mill 
rate, unless some other means of 
financing can be found.

Quesnel Board of Trade mem­
bers in the largest turn-out for 
many years heard three interest­
ing addresses on educational trends 
at their regular meeting at the 
Nugget Cafe Wednesday. 

Mr. Roy Stibbs, school, inspector 
for this district, ex-plained some­
thing of what the recent changes 
in the school system would entail. 
He said that the whole aspect of 
rural education had been trans­
formed with the imiplement'ation 
of the Cameron Report. Quesnel 
must be prepared to take care of 
all high school students . for this 
area. The^ whole change-over wi l l 
be difficult, and many problems 
will have to be ironed out before 
the nrw plan can be expected to 
function smoothly. In their diffi­
cult undertaking, he added, the 
board of school trustees will have 
to have the co-operation and sup­
port of the people generally. 

RECREATIONAL FACILITIES 
Mr. Lee, of Victoria, didrector 

of physical education for the pro­
vince, described to the meeting the 
work his department was carrying 
out. He stressed the need for recre­
ational facilities in ru;-al schools, 
and said that it was gradually be­
ing realized that school buildings,' 
particularly in the towns, should 
be looked upon as community cen­
tres, and should not be closed and 
locked the moment school was out 
for the day. 

He was glad, he said, to note that 
Quesnel was planning foi; a new 
.school, and hoped that provision 
would be made in the new build­
ing for a gymnasium and auditor­
ium. 

His department wanted to pro­
vide some service in this area, and 
he was making the trip through 
the country to make a .preliminary 
of how this could best be accom­
plished. In closing his address, 
Mr. Lee said he would inform local 
school authorities of this district 
of the results of his study. 
TECHNICAL STUDIES 

Introducing a rapidly growing 
part of the school eurriculum, Col. 
Strong, inspector of technical and 
industrial arts, told of the worli 

"being done ; i n ' this- field. These 
studies, he said, started, with the 
seventh grade and continued thru 
the twelfth, including woodwork, 
drawing, metal work and elemen­
tary electricity. This used to be 
called manual arts. I f was not. Col. 
strong said, vocational training but 
rather, general education. He then 
outlined the various courses that 
were open, and described how they 
they might be followed up later in 
life by the student, or followed as 
a hobby. He hoped, he said, to see 
this field a part of local school 
curriculum when school opened 
here in the Fal l . 

President H . Cleland thanked 
the three speakers for instructive 
talks, and hefore adjournment a 
number of short progress reports 
of various committees were heard.

r n p i E OTHER day we heard a man 
^ remark it wa.s too bad we did 
not have a system similar to Rus­
sia in Canada, and went on to say 
that prices in Russia would not 
be pei'imitted to,jump around the 
way they are in this country. 

This man, apparently, has for­
gotten that life in Canada is just 
what the greater number of our 
people make it. Certainly there are 
conditions at times which we all 
deplore—but we have the power to 
control and cure them if we so 
wish. 

And most of our difficulties arise 
from the unfortunate fact that few 
of us take an intelligent interest 
in the running of our affairs until 
things get out of line; an'd then 
we look ifor a scapegoat on whom 
to pin resonsibility for our ills. 
We never think of blaming our­
selves. 

Nevertheless, with all it faults 
and weaknesses, our system of de­
mocracy is surely better than the 
Russian system of totalitarianism, 
at least for our people. 

This is the code of life the so-
called Russian citizen is called up­
on to observe: 

He may not own land; he may 
not be tried by a jury; he may not 
choose his own job; he may not 
absent himself from work; he may 
not strike; he may not picket; he 
may not employ labor; he may not 
travel, even in his native land; he 
may not own jewelry; he may not 
form a friendship with a foreigner. 

That-is a fair starter, but there 
is much more to come. The Rus­
sian citizen is forbidden the free­
dom of speech, freedom of as-
sehibly; freedom of religion; free­
dom of the soul—and, he is ruled 
by a junta of about a dozen men 
whom he cannot even attempt to 
get rid of under pain of death. 

That is unfortunate Russia. And 
that is the code of living which 
some of our more credulous people 
are crying for in this country 
today. Why? 

Canada has no quarrel with the 
Russian people. They got them­
selves into their predicament, and 
they will have to extricate them­
selves. But it certainly riles one 
to hear citizens of one of the most 
favored nations in the world giv­
ing utterance to such balderdash. 

A Worthy Cause 
IN R E C E N T - months Canadians 

have become more conscious of 
the values of good citizenship, and 
much stress has been laid on the 
factors which make for good cit­
izenship and the need for foster­
ing and encouraging the charac­
ter training of our boys and girls 
who are the citizens of tomorrow. 

In this regard the' Boy Scout 
Movement here in British Colum­
bia is laying the foundations for 
thousands of tomorrow's good cit­
izens. This movement develops 
good citizenship among boys by 
forming their character—training 
them in habits of observation, o-
bedience and .^elf-reliance—incul­
cating loyalty nnd thoughtfulness 
for others—teaching them services 
useful to the public, and promot­
ing their physical, mental and 
spiritual development.

Official closing of the Consumer 
Branch of the Wartime Prices and 
Trade Board takes place this 
month. One of the most unusua: 
organizations ever established, i 
played a vital part during the war 
years, • and since. In .maintaining 
the economic stability of Canada 

Knov/n as the "nation's sliop-
pers," these women watched pric­
es and quality, warned agains 
black markets, explained .shortag­
es, taught clothing conservation 
g'ive voluntary help in the distri­
bution of ration books, worked in 
housing registries which found ac­
commodation for nearly 100,000 
people, and perhaps most import­
ant., of all, advised the Board in 
formation of policy. 

The present directors of the 
branch, Mrs. Rene de la Duran-
taye, will continue for a further 
period to .'serve consumers gener­
ally as well as women's organiza­
tions. As of May 15, Mrs. de la Dur-
antaye becomes assistant to the 
chairman of the Prices Board. 

Started early in the war purely 
as a voluntary effort. Consumers 
Branch organization, whose one 
ami was the protection of the 
protection of the Canadian con-
.•iumer, transcended all racial, re­
ligious,-and political difi^erences, 
numibered 17,000 in its final mem­
bership. 

Recognizing the ifact' that price 
control could succeed only with 
full eo-operation of the women of 
Canada, Rt. Hon. J . L. Ilsley, then 
minister of finance, in December, 
1941. called the presidents of wo-
raen's national organizations to a 
conference in Ottawa with himself 
and Donald Gordon. These women, 
immediately realizing the import­
ance of the part they were being 
asked to play, rallied their mem­
bers across Canada in a national 
movement to support the economic 
stabilization program. 

' Shortly after, Consumer Branch 
headquarters, with Byrne Hope 
Sanders as du'ector, was establish­
ed at Ottawa, to work v/ith the l ia­
ison officers appointed by women's 
organizations in cities, towns and 
vil.lages across the- country. Cor­
responding mem.'bers were chosen 
in outlying districts, committees 
v/ere former and quickly a vast 
network of these voluntary work­
ers developed from coast to coast. 
Lated, labour -unions became rep­
resented as groups of consumers. 

Constantly in touch, with head­
quarters, the Consumer Branch 
representatives were kept fully in ­
formed of the Board's activities 
and in turn passed this informa­
tion on to their own groups and 
communities. 

An outstanding feature of the 
Consumer Branch voluntary or­
ganization has been the spirit of 
unity displayed throughout by the 
women, who welcomed the oppor­
tunity of , v/orking-together in a 
national cause. Of the 17,000 vol­
untary representatives, nearly 5,000 
vje-vc French-speaking women. 

Chairman of the British Colum­
bia Consumer Branch throughout 
its entire history has been Mrs. 
Paul Smith, M.B.E., with Mrs. M . 
Hurrell, M.B.E., acting as honorary 
secretary. 

The Birds JVin 
First Round

Quesnel old-timer who each year 
raises a fine vegetable and flower 
garden, is still racking his brains 
as to liow he can outfox the yearly 
influx of saucy blackbirds which 
invade his property. Wi};h new peas 
and. all sorts of other green stuff 
poking up through the ground, 
Charlie decided.that this year the 
birds would be outgeneraled. 

As a starter he covered his grow­
ing stuff with wire netting, only 
to find that the birds lifted tho 
edges and crawled vmder, and 
stripped his new green peas. Dis­
appointed but not discouraged, he 
then placed a couple of ferocious 
looking stufl'ed owls and a scare-, 
crow in strategic spots. This set 
the birds back for a time, but after 
roosting on the clothesline for a 
few minutes and sizing the situa­
tion up, they apparently decided 
the owls and scarecrow were phon­
ies; and joyfully swooped down to 
resume their feeding on the suc­
culent new green seedlings. 

Th's was a solar plexus poke, but 
Charlie says he has a couple more 
wrinkles to try, and if tliey don't 
work the d d birds can have 
what's left!

trout to 12, over eight inches. It 
might be wise for some of our Is­
aac Waltons to check on this be­
fore they are picked up with three 
extra fish in their creels. 

Cancer Campaign 
About Completed, 
Looks Promising 

The "Conquer Cancer" campaign 
has closed officially except at Vic-
toria,.Nelson, Penticton and Court­
ney, with the overall picture, very' 
encouraging according to campaign 
headquarters in Vancouver. 

Vancouver, with a $150,000 quo­
ta, had officially listed donations 
totalling around $125,000 at the 
beginning of the week, and when 
final returns are in from the 
"Special Names Committee," gen­
eral business and industrial-com­
mercial divisions and donations 
from private citizens, confidently 
expects to reach its goal. 

Five B.C. points had reported ex­
ceeding quotas before the week­
end. These were Revelstoke and 
Qualicum which tied in initial an­
nouncements; Ashcroft, Williams 
Lake and Ladysmith. 

Many other points were well ov­
er 50 per cent of quotas at the mid­
dle of last week and expected to 
reach their quotas when final re­
turns were in. . , • 

In the Quesnel district. Where 
the quota was $500, we just fail­
ed to reach it. Last reports, and we 
understand this is the final one, 
the sum v/as $429.70. 

The provincial objective was set 
at $300,000. 

Cariboo Federal 
Riding To Retain 
Its Old Name 

According to recent word from 
Jasr Sinclair, M.P., the name "Cari ­
boo" wUl be retained for this fed­
eral riding. 

Louis LeBourdais, M.L.A. for the 
Cariboo, who wrote Mr. Siiiclair in 
protest when he received word 
that there was a suggestion made 
that the name be- changed to 
"Fort George," or "Peace River," 
received this advice from Mr. Sin­
clair, chairman of the sub-com­
mittee dealing with redistribution 
in Brit ish Colimibia. 

Evidently the protest was made 
just in time,- as strong represen­
tation had been made from cer­
tain political quarters to have the 
old name done away with. 

The new Cariboo federal riding 
wil l start from the 52 degree para­
llel, which will cut through the 
provincial riding half way between 
Williams Lake and Quesnel. This 
will allocate the southern part 
of provincial Cariboo and all of 
Lillooet to the federal riding of 
Kamloops.
