Potentialities of Barkerville Gold
Belt Enhanced by New Findings

VANCOUVER. — Vast extent of
the future ore potential of Cari-
boo Gold Quartz Mining Co. and
Willinms Creek Gold Quartz was

outlined to shareholders at the
Vancouver annual meeting by the
three technical men selected a year
ago to take over development and
operation. The new appraisal is
based on discovery by Dr. A. C.
Skerl, consulting geologist, that
the ore-bearing veins are far more
regular in alignment than has
formerly been believed..
Following up the theory that the
ore zone, as a whole, has a definite
“rake,” the new direction already
has been ahle to indicate consid-
cerable extensions of known ore by
diamond drilling. In cflect, this
makes available a  vertical dis-
tance- of 500 feet in which there
are excellent chances of finding
orc within casy distance of present
workings.

NEW ORE ZONL

Dr. Skerl reported also that there
is good gological reasons to expeet
a completely new ore zone will be

found in the 1,400 feet still to be
explored between present Cariboo
Quartz workings and Island Moun-
tain. Work done to date in this dir-

If we are to
have improvement in rural edueca-
tion—and such improvements cer-
" tainly are needed—then farmers
must be prepared along with the
rest to pay their part of the addi-
tional tax burden.

out of the welter of conflicting
reports, however {(and we confess
we don’'t pretend to understand
the ramifications of the new é_q_l;,')
it appears that in some instances
the new tax is working a definite
and unfair hardship. This seems
to be particularly true of the cat-
tle rancher who must control very
large holding of land, either leased
from the Government or owned, in
order to carry on his business.
Needless to say a hundred acres of
cattle rangeland will not produce
in cash what a single well farmed
acre will. But apparenty, as far as
can be determined at the present
time, it is being taxed at the same
rate if it lies in a school district.

In an undertaking of such mag-
nitude as the change- -over of" a
school system in an area as l'uge
as British Columbia there are
bound to be errors of judgment.
And this, as it happens, appears
to be the first major one. The only

satisfactory way ‘to adjust such’

matters is to get together with the
Government and iron out the in-
equalities. '

Our Government is not sitting in
Victoria to work hardship on any-
one, and Cariboo farmers may rest
assured that if their particular
grievance deserves adjustment, it
will receive attention in the near
“future.
