Caribooites Mourn
Passing of Well
Known Cattleman

Requier: Mass was celebrated at
Holy Rogary Cathedral, Vancouver,
vaeently, for one of the country’s
outstanding cattlemen, Henry IKos-
ter, who died suddenly at his ranch
home. Born near Alkall Lake in
1878, he started to work at the age
of 11 for Joe Smith, at Clinton.

His story, as told by Louis Le-
Bourdals, a life-long friend, is of
great interest, and is as follows:

“After leaving the employ. . of
Joc Smith, where he had been
farmed out to earn his board and
schooling, some nine years latey
and with $500 in his pocket, Henry
headed for Dawson City. ,

famous gold rush days. Luck was
not with him in the gold fields, and
seven years later found him as a
section ‘hand near Kansas City.
Later he arrived in Alberta where

In 1912 -he married an English
girl, Miss E. E, Hurst, in. Vancou-
ver, Three years later he acquired
the Crows Bar Ranch, 51 miles
east of Clinton. Here he made a
definite start with cows, his life-
long ambition. In 1924 his Crows
Bar holdings were amalgamated
with those of Mrs. Kenworthy, a
sister of the late C. E. Wynn John-
son, whose husband was lost at
the battle of Ypres.

Wwith thousands of acres of rich
bunch grass and excellent winter
pasture, the combination of the
‘two ranches made an ideal cattle
proposition.

In 1927 the partners acquired the
Canoe Creek place, with its 1,200
head of cattle, and a year later,
the Anthony and Jack Bishop
places. At the time of his death,
Koster & Kenworthy, operating as
the B.C. Cattle Company, owned
22 miles of Fraser River frontage,
with approximately 50,000 acres of
land, partly enclosed by some 200
miles of fencing. Many thousands
of acres of leased land extends
back into the mountains. About
1,000 head of cattle was the turn-
off each year.

Mr. Koster is survived by two
sons, John and Henry, and a dau-
ghter, Evelyn, all at home, His wife
predeceased him three years.
