Mobile X-Ray Unit 
To Operate Here 
For Three Full Days 

Two links in the long chain of 
'itops for the mobile chest x-ray 
•units working interior points of 
iBritLsh Colum'bia, are the centres 
of Quesnel and Wells. For the first 
:tnne'these points are included in 
the rural itineraries o'f B.C.'s war 
ai-vainst tuberculosis, with four day.<--
being devoted to free x-rays for all 
persons over 14 in these districts, 
ivirs. E. Ramsay, district ReaUh 
Nurse, announced this week. 

Dates for anti-TB drive for Ques­
nel are set for Tuesday, Wednesday 
and Thursday. July 15. IG and 17; 
and for Wells, Friday, July 18. 

X-raying will be done in one of 
the mobile units provided out ol 
funds raised in the annual Christ­
mas Seal campaign, the service 
being offered free of charge on a 
voluntary basis. Tiiese are self-
contained vehicles fully equipped 
to x-ray whole communities and 
industries at a time, at a rate of 
100 persons per hour. 

The chest pictures are taken on 
small film, four by five inches, 
which are sent to Vancouver at the 
end of each day's work, where the.v 
are developed and read by skilled 
chest doctors. 

The program of taking the x-ray 
to the people has been in operation 
in B.C. for over three years, in 
which time about 300,000 persons 
have been examined. IJhat means 
that about one in every three per­
sons has taken aGvantage of this 
health service. Of this number 
perhaps two per cent have been 
found to have need of further ex­
amination because of possible ab­
normal conditions in their chests, 
with only a small percentage of 
this numiber being found to have 
tuberculosis. 

In Canada, and many other 
countries, mass x-raying Ls now 
an established part of almost ev­
ery province's tuberculosis pro­
gram, and Ls recognized as perhaps 
the best way to reduce the infec­
tion of TB by one-half within the 
.next ,teii years.̂  .The ultimate goal 
is to"VipB out -tubei>suldsis-entirely.• 
Last year, in Canada more ihan 
5,000 lives were-lost to this pre­
ventable disease, the majority in 
the age group 18 to 35 years. Tu­
berculosis is. the No. 1 killer of 
Canada's youth, and takes more 
lives than all other infectious dis­
eases combined. In British Co­
lumbia about 100 lives are taken 
annually by this disease, including 
whites and Indians. 

Mass x-raying is essentially a 
"screening" process for people who 
are to all intents and appearances 
quite healthy. The x-ray survey is 
not to be confused with clinics 
v/hich are held for known cases of 
TB, or only for those who are not 
well. It is basically a nreventive 
measure and. as such should be 
subscribed to by every adult in the 
community. 

The technique of x-raying has 
been recently improved to the 
point where it is not necessary to 
remove clothing; it is possible to 
take chest pictures while wearing 
ordinary clothing, but all metallic 
objects such as costume jewellry, 
pens and pencils, etc., should not 
be worn at the free clinic.

Danger Season in the Woods 
Now is the time to exercise the utmost caution while in the 

woods. July and August are times of greatest danger from forest 
fires, and it is no secret that by far the greater percentage of our 
forest losses are the direct result of human carelessness. Certainly 
there arc enough forest fires in this province which are unavoid­
able; so let's cut the risk from human sources to a minimum. 

British Columbia's forests, which provide our greatest indus­
try, in addition to their great tourist attraction, are' not ours alone. 
We must realize that they are a heritage to be protected and used 
circumspectly. Your children, and their children, have the right 
to fall heirs to a well forested and green inheritance. It is there­
fore up to you and I to give a gcod accounting of our stewardship 
in this regard. 

Throughout the world there are numerous examples of the rape 
of forest resources, notably in India and China, where all trees of 
species yielding merchantable t niber have long ago disappeared. 
Under a planned system of forest harvest, and protection from 
fire, these barren plains which now produce nothing but sand­
storms, need not have been brought about. 

Let us resolve to take every precaution with cigarette butts, 
matches and camp fires this season. Green forests provide a liveli­
hood for thousands of our residents, and wealth in the pockets of 
everyone— burnt-over land is u;eless and unsightly. 

A Service to tlie People 
Rt. Hon. C. D. Howe, minister of reconstruction, recently stat­

ed that adequate frost warnings provided by the Meteorological 
Division of the Department of Transport was contributing mater­
ially to the fruit growing and farming industry of British Columbia 
had given farmers and orchardi.5ts the necessary confidence to so 
expand their plantings to produce a $40,000,000 fruit crop alone. 
The minister stated that the British Columbia Frtiit Growers' As­
sociation reported carlot shipments by their members had increas­
ed from 6,407 in 1939 to 17,000 in 1946, and in a letter the secretary 
of the Association had conveyed "warmest appreciation for .the val­
uable contributions which your Meteorological Division has made 
to our tree fruit industry and to other industries as well because 
the nightly bulletins help all types of growers." 

The orchard frost warning service in British Columbia was 
first instituted on a permanent basis in 1936 by the Meteorological 
Division. It is put into operation evei-y spring and this year it start­
ed on Eastisr Sunday wliten some of the fruit tr̂ es were beginning 
to blossom. High level observing stations have been located on the 
Dome Hills above Kamloops; on the south slope of Grizzly Moun­
tains above the canyon of Mission-Creek; on the eastern slopes of 
Apex Mountains near White Lake; and in the Richter Pass near 
Snow Mountain. These high level observing posts communicate by 
shortv/ave transmitters with other stations in the valleys and the 
final observations are broadcast through local stations. 

As an instance of the benefits of the frost warnings provided 
by the Meteorological Division, a 45-acre orchard in Glenmore, B.C. 
reports to the Department of Transport that it produced a yearly 
average of 35,000 boxes of apples and pears in past five years since 
it has been using fire pots to warm the air of its orchards when 
frost warnings are given. In the preceding five years, before fire 
pots were used, its annual average produdction was 14,000 boxes. 
In one year prior to this, the fruit crop totalled only 2,000 boxes 
owing to heavy frost damage. 

Rt. Hon. Mr. Howe stated that the protection given by timely 
warnings of frost had made it possible for orchardists to thin out 
the fruit of their trees, thus ensuring larger fruit of the highest 
grades. Previous to the frost warning service being instituted, or­
chard superintendents feared to thin the fruit because production 
was so much in danger of frost damage. 

Following the maturing of the 1946 fruit crop Mr. Howe re­
ceived a letter from the British Columbia Fruit Growers' Associa­
tion extending sincere thanks for the service provided by the me-
terorologists "for some two critical montlis this spring in prepar­
ing information regarding frost and wind conditions in the tree 
fruit growing areas of Kamloops, Salmon Ann and the Okanagan 
Valley." 

The letter further stated that the service of the officer- in 
cliarge of the meteorological station In the ariea "was accurate 
and, as he has an intimate knowledge of the relation of weather 
to our tree fruits, he covered all factors with thorough cpmpetence. 
Thus is one of the finest services rendered to the tree fruit Industry 
of British Columbia and it may be said that the growers of other 
crops listened in to these nightly bulletins and in many cases were 
benefitted." 

Many Articles 
Removed From 
Price Ceilings 

Removal of price ceilings on six 
classes of goods effective July 1, 
has been announced by the War­
time Prices and Control Board. 
These are: (1) Bakery products of 
which soft wheat flour i.s a primary 
or principal ingredient, i.e., cakes, 
pies, pastry; (2) Tea; (3) Coffee 
(4) Leather garments other than 
gloves; (5) Fertilizers; (6) Gopher 
poison. At the same time the Board 
announced new ceilings on soft 
wheat flour at $1.30 per bo.rrel a-
!bove each seller's basic period 
price, and an increase of three-
quarters of a cent a pound in the 
manufacturer's selling ):rices of all 
bj.scuits. 

The new ceilings on soft wheat 
^our ireflect the adjustment in win­
ter wheat prices announced in the 
House of Commons by the Minis­
ter of Finance on June 26. and the 
adjustment on biscuits covers the 
increase in the soft wheat flour 
prices. However, since other bak­
ery products in wliich winter wheat 
flour is the principal ingredient 
are of great variety, kinds and 
sizes, it has been decided to de­
control these commodities rather 
than attenipt the heavy adminis­
trative JDurden of working out new 
ceiling prices for each and every 
item. 

Tea and cofl'ee are being decon­
trolled as a result of the Board's 
decision six montlis ago to with­
draw from v/artime bulk purchas­
ing. At yiat time the trade .was 
informed that the Board's stock 
of tea was sufficient to last until 
mid-summer and of cofl:ee until 
early fall and that the trade would 
have to take immediate steps to 
purchase on their ov/n account 
the supplies they would require af­
ter that time. The trade has plan­
ned accordingly and there should 
be no interruption of supply as a 
suit of the change over to private 
trade. 

Theprincipal chemicals entering 
the production of fertilizers were 
decontrolled last April, and it has 
now been decided that the prices 
of fertilizers themselves should be 
decontrolled, 

A small subsidy has hitherto 
been paid on strychnine entering 
into gopher poison. This subsidy 
has' now been discontinued and 
the price ceiling removed.

Years In Business 

Canada, dunng the 80 years 
since Confederation, has estab­
lished for herself a leading role 
among the great trading nations 
of the world. E.xports of ,$53 mil­
lion in the first year of Confedera­
tion increased to $2,312 million in 

1946, while imports during the 
same period rose from $67 million 
to $1,927 million. Canada by 1946 
had become tlie third ranking 
country of the world in the' vol­
ume of commodity .trade that an­
nually crossed her borders. 

The growth of Canada's exports 
ha.s not been steady, but has mov­
ed >in surges, paralleling the de-

Wpment of agriculture and in-
ry in the country. Before 1900 

exports centred primarily around 

the lumber industry, with cheese, 
meat and grain the cliief agricul­
tural items exported. The begin­
ning of the century saw the rapid 
expansion of the West, and with 
it tlie development of a foreign 
market for Canadian wheat. 

World War I gave added impe­
tus to tlie expansion of Canadian 
exports, and munitions were the 
first manufactured goods to ex­
ported in quantity from this coun­
try.

Canadian Red Cross Spends 
Staggering Sum In 7 Years

The sum of $2,918,147 was ex­
pended by the Cana<̂ ]̂ an Red Cross 
Society for peacetime v/ork' within 
the Dominion during 1946, L. A. 
Winter, honorary treasurer, re­
ported recently at the annual 
meeting, of the Red Cross Central 
Council, held in Toronto. 

Although the Society had no na­
tional campaign for funds last 
year, the total revenue resulting 
from membership fees, voluntary 
contributions, together with hospi­
tal and other income, amounted 
lo $3,990,982. Peacetime expendi­
tures covered Red Cross hospital, 
medical and nursing services; civ­
ilian welfare and relief; other pro­
jects such as First Aid, Swimming 
and Water Safety, Home Nursing 
and Nutrition instruction classes 
and the administration of Junior 
Red Cross. 
There were designated donations 
for crippled children's work and 
other hospital pursposes and col­
lections from various national 
groups entrusted to the Society dis­
bursed to the extent of .$1,1'71,922.
