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Public Health Nurse's 
Report Shows Need 
For Resident Dentist 

February, 1947, marked the sev­
enth year since the Public Health 
Nur.<;inp, Service was first started 
under the name of North Cariboo 
Public Health Nursing Service, by 
Mrs. Yaholnitsky. It is interesting 
to note the many changes in the 
trend of service which has taken 
place since then. When the service 
was first started greatest emphas­
is was put on work with the .school 
children in the school, and most 
of the work was done-there. It was 
through this type of service that 
was generally given at that time 
throughout the province that the 
misnomer "school nurse" was in 
common use, and through this 
name a . considerable misunder­
standing of the nurse's duties ap­
pears to exist among the general 
public. 

Your nurse is a Public Health 
Nurse, and as the name implies her 
work embrares all services per­
taining to the health of the public 
in all age groups from the cradle 
to the grave. It is therefore unfair 
to judge her work by the number 
of visits made to a school, as a 
most valuable piece of work can 
be done In the community and ev­
en for the school by home visits 
to a home, without ever entering 
the school. 

it is felt that it is too late to be­
gin teaching a child after he en­
ters school, but if his parents are 
given proper guidance in his in­
fancy and pre-school period, he is 
v/ell on the road to good mental 
and physical health habits by the 
time he enters school. From then 
oil he should be .watched for new 
defects cropping up: but if his par­
ents have been properly traised 
they will be on the alert for these 
themselves. 

Much time is spent with the 
teachers discussing behavior and 
health problems of the pupils, and

,,„Ĵ |SS&tile difficult situations as they 
;s^^i*ev This will explain the many 

co-operative visits which appear 
on the reports each month, as 
these visits are recorded under this 
heading. 

Here it might be well to point 
out that a district can not decide 
whether their taxes are being well 
spent on health services for their 
particular district by the number 
of visits the nurse makes to it.- In 
this age when everyone is moving 
about so much in a district a dis­
trict is only as healthy as all the 
districts which surround it. It 
then stands to reason that the 
most work must be done to con­
trol communicable disease and im­
prove sanitation in the centre 
where everyone gathers at one 
time or another and where trans­
ients from all over the continent 
are passing through in a steady 
stream. In this way every moment 
.spent in part of the Health Area 
is of definite benefit to the whole 
area. If an uncontrolled epidemic 
was in the business section of any 
health district it would not be long 
before it would be carried to all 
the surrounding' districts. 

As Mrs. Yaholnitsky was the 
first nurse to work in this district, 
so is she the first Supervisor of 
Public Health Nursing tt) be ap­
pointed to the Provincial Health 
Service with residence In the dis­
trict in wjilch- she serves. In the 
past supervision has been done 
from Victoria, but with the ap­
pointment of Mrs. P. Yaholnitsky 
to cover the northern area from 
Peace River to Prince Rupert, and 
south to Williams Lake, the nurses 
are happy to ffeel that they have 
.someone closer to turn to- with 
their problems. 

Quesnel School District has been 
amazingly free from communicable 
disea.ses within the last 12 months. 
This Is probably due to the fact 
that the population has, in the 
past, been well Immunized against 
preventable diseases. Although the 
parents are co-operating much 
better In reporting all- suspicious 
illnesses and rashes, and dbeying 
quarantine regulations more faith­
fully, thus preventing a widespread 
epidemic. Immunization clinics are 
constantly held each Saturday In 
Quesnel, annually in Wells, and 
as required in the outlying dis­
tricts.

Well Known Realtor 
Retires After 37 
Years In Business 

After 37 years in the real o.?tato 
and general insurance business in 
Quesnel, A.' S. Vaughan is retir­
ing (to spend considerably more 
time, ho hopes, at his two favorite 
ho'bbles—fishing and golfing). 

His bu.siness has been purchased 
by Messrs. E. A. Winder and E. R. 
Fleming, veterans of World Wars 
I and II, respectively. 

Before coming to British Colum­
bia Mr. Vaughan followed the sea 
for some 10 years, vlsting West 
and South Africa, the Arctic, Ant­
arctic and both Pacific and At­
lantic oceans, and according to his 
own statement all oceans acted 
and tasted exactly alike. 

He arrived In B.C. In 1906, where 
he first operated a trading store 
at Nootka Sound. Later he met the 
late'H. B. Hobson, who was oper­
ating the world's largest placer 
mine at BulUon, and it was then 
that he came to Cariboo where he 
worked at the Bullion mine for 
a couple of years. There he met 
Grant Grinder, who was to become 
a life-long friend and who recently 
passed away here. 

In. early 1910 Mr. Vaughan ar­
rived in Quesnel with Ills bride, 
the former Lorna Lindsay, of Van­
couver. Together with a man nam­
ed Brown, he opened the Brown-
Vaughan Realty Co., but the life 
of that firm was short, as Brown 
decamped one night during the 
dark of the moon for parts un­
known, leaving him, as Mr. Vau­
ghan humorously puts it "with one 
old horse (ruptured), a large feed 
bill and a delapidated typewriter, 
as well as a flock of other indebt-
edne.?s." 

However, nothing further being 
heard from his erstwhile partner. 
Mi."ITailflTan'gathered' up the bits 
and dropping the name "Brown" 
started the Vaughan Realty Co., 
which has operated successfully 
all these years. 

He was appointed a notary pub­
lic in 1913, and will continue with 
thLs work (except when they're 
really rising on the lakes). To 
mention the many organizations 
he has been associated with would 
require a lengthy list. He was one 
of the charter m.embers of the 
Quesnel Board of trade, acting as 
president of this body on five dif­
ferent occasions; a member of the 
.school and hospital boards for 20 
years or more. Sports committees, 
church, lodges, the Canadian Leg­
ion, and many other organizations 
found him a willing and faithful 
worker. Perhaps his greatest In­
terest, If such could be pointed out, 
was his work in connection with 
the various farmers institutes. 
Including the Cariboo Agricultural 
and Horticultural Association, the 
Cariboo Farmers' Co-operative As­
sociation, Kersley Farmers' Co-op­
erative, and many others. 

In 1928, when the town was in­
corporated, Mr. Vaughan prepared 
the original data, and was the first 
village clerk, a position which he 
held for more tlian 10 years. 

An expert accountant, lie has 
opened and closed more sets of 
books in Quesnel and district than 
he cares to remember. Enougli, he 
claims, to assure him of a pass 
from St. Peter himself. 

War loans, war savings drives, 
and all other patriotic affairs have 
found him in the thick of it. 

Mr. and Mrs. Vaughan will con­
tinue to make their home in Ques­
nel, ajrid Fred states that he hopes 
to be of further assistance to the 
Cariboo, and. In connection with 
his notarial work, veterans will be 
given the same gratis .service as 
in the past. One thing is sure, Mr. 
Vaughan with his wealth of know­
ledge of the district will be a de­
cided a.sset to the town and com­
munity, although semi- retired 
and .spending a lot of time at Six 
MUe Lake or on the local goU 
course. 

With Mrs. Vaughan he will leave 
for a short holiday with their dau­
ghter and son-in-law, Mr. a.nd Mrs. 
Art Irving, at Vernon. Mr. Vaugh­
an wishes to express his apprecia­
tion of the many genuine friend­
ships, and the very happy busi­
ness associations enjoyed during 
his long career in Quesnel.

This has been largely 
duo to the provision of a new mo­
tor launch to be used for quarters 
and transportation of the party. 

Mr. Kenney also announced that 
coal investigations In the Pine 
Pass area are most encouraging, 
with the discovery of several new 
scams, of high grade coal. It is ex­
pected that another diamond drill 
will be put to work in the area 
shortly.

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Health ofthe District 
Residents of North Cariboo will be interested in the annual 

report of the District Health Nurse, which appears in this issue. 
Inaugurated in 1941 after a campaign sponsored by the Quesnel 
Parent-Teacher Association, this service has been of inestimable 
benefit to the people of the district. 

As the Health Nurse's report points out, in the initial stages 
of the service, major emphasis was laid on the care of .school child­
ren, and hence the nurse is often known by the misnomer of "school 
nurse." This, however, is in error. The Health Nurse attends to the 
health problems of rural and urban families in all age groups.. 

In the past two or three years the service has been concentrat­
ing on an immunization campaign among the school and pre­
school children. The value of this campaign is disclosed in the 
nurse's report, when she states lhat this area has been singularly 
free of epidemics of contagious diseases. Only those who have ex­
perienced a serious epidemic among children can realize all that 
this means. There is perhaps no more heart-rending situation than 
that presented by desperately sick and dying children—and the 
empty chairs at the family dinner table when the disease has run 
its course. 

Nurse Ramsay's report is most encouraging and clearly demon­
strates the advantages her long hours of labor have brought. There 
is only one discordant note in her report, and that is the condition 
of the children's teeth in this area. Mrs. Ramsay states that there 
is scarcely a child over thê  age of three years who has not one 
or more tooth cavities. 

It cannot he said be said that this is the fault of the parents, 
as it has been -next to impossible to make appointments with the 
too-few and overworked dentists in North Cariboo. What is needed, 
we believe, is a permanent dentist to care solely for the dental needs 
of the school and pre-school children of this district. We believe 
there are enough of them to make this practical,' and a top priority 
effort by the Parent-Teacher Association. And that excellent 
body's effort should be backed by every responsible resident in the 
various communities in this health area. 

WORK IS PLAY 

Sane Driving Pays Dividends 
In a recent government report, the increasing number of in­

juries and deaths arising out of motor car accidents was stressed. 
But what is perhaps most curious about this report is the class of 
driver responsible for the greater percentage of these mishaps. 
This is the class of men and women designated as "good drivers," 
or, in other words, those who are able and skilled in driving rou­
tine. They are in the age g'foup between 25 and 45 years of age. 

What is the answer to this anomaly?-Apparently, these persons, 
simply because they are skilled drivers, take too many chances.

The brood sow is usually plac­
ed in the farrowing pen a week or 
t̂ n days before she is due to far­
row. Tiie pen and troughs should 
be scrubbed beforehand with a lye 
solutioii in the proportions of one 
pound of lye to 30 gallons of water. 
This will soak the dirt oft, after 
v/hich the pen should he scalded 
with boiling water to destroy par­
asite eggs. It.is desirable tb wash 
the legs and belly of the sow with 
v/arm water and soap just before 
placing her in the clean pen. 

Like all other animals pigs re­
quire a moderate amount of salt, 
as tlie acid produced from the 
.salt is required for proper diges­
tion. Therefore, a deficiency of 
comnion .salt results in tlie ineffic­
ient utilization of feed, with con-
.'.equent poor growth. Salt also 
makes the ration more palatable. 
One pound of salt mixed with 100 
pounds of dry meal is recommend­
ed. If this mixture is to be fed as 
a slop, the slop should be fed im­
mediately, not allowed to stand 
lor any length of time after the 
water has been added. 

NEW REGULATIONS BRING OLD AGE 
PENSIONMJN B.C. TO MORE THAN $40 

Old age pensioners in British 
Colum'bia in future will receive 
up to a maximum of $40 a month 
a.s a result of an agreement that 
has been entered into between 
Britisji Columbia and the Domin­
ion Government, and the decis­
ion of the provincial cabinet to 
continue tlie $10 a month cost-of-
living bonus, it was announced by 
Premier John Hart, following an 
executive meeting during the week. 

The agreement between British 
Columbia and the Dominion like-
v/ise 'brings into effect, the Prem-
Iter stated, modified regulations 
which will increase the number of 
old age pension recipients from 
more than 18,000 at the present 
t.me to 25.000. 

The increased pension is made 
retroactive to May 1st. 

Premier Hart explained that at' 
the present time, the maximum 
amount an old age pensioner may 
receive is $35 a month.'*" This is 
made up of $25 a month borne on 
the basis of 75 per eent by the Do­
minion and 25 per cent by the 
Province, and a further $10 a 
niontli cost-of-living bonus which 
is borne by the Province.

The Dominion Government at 
its recent Session, increased the 
statutory '̂ ension from $25 a 
month to $30 a .month with the 
Dominion sharing 75 per cent and 
tlie Province 25 per cent. The new 
statutory pension of $30 a month, 
plus the Provincial cost-of-living 
bonus of $10 a montli, therefore 
makes the maximum old age pen­
sion allowance in British Columbia 
$40 a month. 

Of the maximum $35 a month 
alloawnce now paid, the Provin­
cial contribution is $16.25 and the 
Dominion contribution $18.75. Un­
der the increased scale of $40 a 
month, the Province will contrib­
ute $1̂ 50 and the Dominion $22.50 
Mr. Hart explained. 

At the present time, Mr. Hart 
said, more than 18,000 persons in 
British Columbia are in receipt of 
old age pensions. 

"It is anticipated, however, that 
with the modifications in regula­
tions between 6,000 and 7,000 more 
persons over 70 years of age will 
become eligible for old age pens­
ions or partial pensions, thus 
bringing the total number of per­
sons in receipt O'f allowances to 
25,000. 

At the present time, the Pro­
vince of British Columbia pays to 
old age pensioners $3,100,000 made 
up as follows: 25 per cent .share 
of statutory pensions, $1,100,000; 
cost-of-living bonius, $2,000,000. 

It is. estimated that under the 
n&w arrangements, the cost to the 
province will rise to $4,800,000 made 
up as follows: $2,000,000 represent­
ing 25 per cent share of the stat­
utory pension and $2,800,000 rep­
resenting the cost-of-living bonus. 

Old age pensioners will receive 
under the new arrangements a to­
tal of $10,500,000, which amount 
includes the Dominion Govern­
ment's contribution toward the 
statutory pension. 

"It has been our policy to press 
Ottawa 'for higher pensions and 
on a contributory basis," Premier 
Hart .stated. 

"We shall continue our policy on 
behalf of old age pensioners until 
some more definite arrangement 
has 'been made whereby the means 
test is removed and the pensions 
made payable to all. 

Owing to the large number of 
persons and 'the great amount of 
detail involved it will not be pos­
sible to issue all cheques on the 
new basis at once. However, the 
work will be pressed forward as 
quickly as possible and the increas­
ed amounts will ultimately show 
on pensioner's cheques on the bas­
is of payment heing retroactive 
to May lst," the Premier con-
eluded. 

MOUNTED POLICE TO MAKE

storekeepers, service stations, ho­
tels and others are handling U.S.
