Dr. T. B. Williams, who Ls dir­
ecting resources surveys along the 
route of the proposed extension of 
the Pacific Great Eastern Rail­
way, returned to the Hassler Creek 
area this, week to supervise the ex­
pansion oi the season's explora­
tory work. 

Since early summer three sur­
vey parties and bulldozer and dia­
mond drilling crews have been op­
erating in the field, and an-addi­
tional bulldozer and drilling mach­
ine were shipped this week, Dr.

Britain's First RadiO'Controlled Missile 

The first United Kingdom pilotless radio-controlled rocket 
missile which has been under secret development for 18 months 
has now successfully completed a full range flight trial. This 
new missile has been designed and developed by an aviation 
firm in Britain. It has been developed to the stage where a 
controller on the ground,can exercise full flight control and 
pass the pilotless missile through a predetermined flight. 

Using four 76-pound thrust rockets, the maximum speed 
is far in excess of 500 miles per hour. Smaller rockets (of 40 
pounds each) give a top speed of 350 miles per hour. ' 

It is of orthoddox monoplane design. Its fuselage is cyl­
indrical, seven feet five and one-half inches long and twelve 
and one-half inches in diameter. The nose is streamlined in 
accordance with orthodox ballistic principles. The tail end of 
the fuselage Ls untapered and open-ended to allow egress for 
gas from Venturis of main rocket motor assembly. The main 
plane, comprised of port and starboard wings, is set in mid-
wing position with a total span of six feet ten inches. The tail 
plane which is similar in plan to the main plane has a span of 
four feiet.

Negotiations, which ha.ve been 
under way for some months be­
tween the Village Commissioners 
and the Pacific Light & Water Co., 
owners, have reached the agree­
ment stage, and the CommLssiontfrs 
are now busy with plans for mod-
ernlnizng and enlarging the sys­
tem, ready for the time when the 
agreement is finally completed. 

First, hov/ever, two by-laws must 
be drawn up and receive approval 
of the taxpayers.

The old well, which is adjacent to 
the powerhouse, served satisfac­
torily for a number of years, but 
three years ago diesel oil from 
nearby storage tanks began to 
seep into the well during the low 
water stage of the Quesnel River.

Touching on first aid and rescue 
work, the instructors demonstrated 
the latest .in' rescue, first aid and 
the use of gas ' masks, building 
search for victims, incidental ven­
tilation, and many other practical 
tips. Types of gas masks and their 
application were thorouehlv ex­
plained. 

Speaking on salvage, the instruc-
.tors said it was the modern prac­
tice to remove goods, furniture, 
etc., to one spot, cover with rubber­
ized sheets and provide for the 
draining away of water through 
openings to the outside. 

The lectures were held in the 
Firemen's Hall In the Municipal 
building, and took up three after­
noons and evenings.

PGE to Investigate 
Cattle Killings On 
Line's Right-of-Way 

As a result of' representations 
made to the president of the the 
iPacific Great Eastern Railway 
Company (Hon. John Hart), and 
the directors of the line recently 
by John Hargreaves of Springfield 
Ranch, Soda Creek, with regard to 
the. killing of cattle along the 
right-of-way by trains, it is be­
lieved that at last the railway com­
pany will consider the claims of 
the cattlemen and arrange for 
equitable settlement of the losses. 

In the past cattlement ha.ve re­
ceived little consideration at the 
hands of the company, and as a 
result there has been considerable 
hard feeling among the stock rais­
ers on this account. 

In his letter of August 13 to the 
president and directors, Mr. Har­
greaves pointed out that the south­
bound train of the previous night 
had killed one of his twO-year-old 
steers at a point where the railway 
was not fenced. He further went 
on to say that whether or not the 
animals were killed on the open 
range or between fences, he, and 
other Cariboo cattle raisers, were 
of the opinion that the railway 
company was liable for damages. 
He asked that he be reimbursed 
for loss of the animal. 

It should be pointed out, how­
ever, that this was a small and is­
olated instance. In the past scores 
of beef animals have been killed 
for which the owners were unable 
to collect from the company. 

Mr. Hargreaves now states that 
he has just received a letter from 
Hon. M". Hart in which he assured 
him that "Mr. Ralph Chetwynd, 
tra.ffic representative for the P. 
G.E. Railway, has been iiistructed 
to confer with the cattlemen af-
ected, with a view to reaching a 
satisfactory settlement." 

This is good news for stock own­
ers along the railway, few of whom 
have not sufl'ered losses of animals 
In recent years.

Game Bird Season 
To Open Here On 
Monday, Sept. 15th 

ROD AND GUN CLUB TO 
HOLD SPECIAL MEETING 

Quesnel Rod, Gun and Guide 
Association is holding a .special 
aheeting at the home of Mr. and 
Mrs. Doug Wells Tuesday evening 
September 16, at 8 o'clock. Busi­
ness of the meeting is to form,u-
late plans for a banquet to be held 
some time In October. 

Members are urgently requested 
to attend; otherwise the arrange­
ments cannot be completed. 

Following are. the regulations 
governing the hunting of game 
birds in this area for the current 
season: 

Open season for ducks,' geese 
and coots is from September 15 to 
October 29, both dates inclusive. 
Wilson's snipe from September 15 
to October 15. 

This is again a closed season for 
grouse in the Cariboo District. 

There is a closed season thru-
out the year on eider ducks, wood 
ducks, swans, cranes, and all shore 
bird.s not provided with an open 
season, and all migratory non-
game and insectivorous birds. 

The possession of migratory 
game birds killed during the open 
season Is allowed in British Co­
lumbia for three months after the 
close of the open season. 

Bag limit in any one day is sev­
en ducks and 5 geese (including 
black brant.) 

Bag limit for the open season 
is 100 ducks and 25 geese, includ­
ing black brant). 

The shooting of mieratory game 
birds earlier than sunrise or later 
than one hour after sunset is pro­
hibited. ' 

Penalty for violation of the mi­
gratory bird laws is a fine of not 
more than three hundred dollars 
and not less than ten dollars, or 
Imprisonment for a term not ex­
ceeding six months, or both fine 
and imprisonment. 

of the present crisis. 
The causes mentioned included 

increased cost of food and all sup­
plies; the 44-hour week and other 
provisions of the Minimum Wage 
Act; heavy travelling expenses for 
a frequently changing nursing 
staff; non-paj'ment of hospital bills 
by a surprising proportion of pa­
tients, who rate their hospital ac­
count one of the last to be paid, 
if at all. 

In addition to those who fail to 
pay their accounts, or who make 
the hospital wait for years, there 
are also patients whose hospital 
bills are chargeable to public funds 
and on whose account it is possible 
to collect only a proportion of the 
usual rate. It was pointed out that 
the B.C. Hospitals Association has 
been endeavoring for years to bi:ing 
about an improvement in rates 
paid by public bodies for hospital 
services, but the result of their ef­
forts to date has been meagre. 

After lengthy discussion by the 
Board members it was redded that 
adidtional regulations regarding 
payment of accounts, and rates 
for certain services should become 
effective September 1st, 1947, as 
follows: 

1. Deposit: A deposit is required 
on account of all patients at the 
time of admission to hospital, ex­
cept in the caes of accident, e-
mergency. Workmen's Compensa­
tion Board, Indian and Social As­
sistance pationtfe. This ruling ap­
plies to all persons with hospital 
insurance other than Quesnel Hos­
pital Insurance. In the event of 
an account_b.eing..pai.d in full,,.later 
by a private insurance 6ompaiiy. 
the amount of the deposit will be 
refunded to the patient. 

2. Balance of account: A further 
payment is required on dischai-ge, 
and the balance, if anv, must be 
paid in regular monthly instal­
ments, by arrangement made with 
the secretary before leaving the 
hospital. 

3. Outstanding accounts: No per­
son with a previous bill unpaid-, 
whetlier a subscriber to Quesnel 
Hospital Insurance, a patient 
chargeable to W.CB, D.V.A., on a 
patient paying his own bill, may 
request a private room unless the 
outstanding account and a deposit 
on tlie new account be paid. 

4. Charges for operating room, 
case room, dressings and medica­
tions are increased slightly to 
bring them into line with charges 
at other small hospitals in B.C. 
MEMBERSHIP DRIVE 

The Board also decided to launch 
a drive for additional members for 
the Quesnel Hospital Insura.nce 
plan; and Mrs. C. V. Johnston and 
Miss Hezeltine, the secretary, were 
asked to approach the Women's 
Hospital Auxiliary with a view to 
forming a committee to take over 
this program. 

The Board also approved a letter 
written by the secretary to the Hon. 
the Provincial Secretary, in which 
the situation at the Quesnel Hos­
pital was explained in detail, and 
in wliich the assistance of the 
Provincial Government was re­
quested. 

Other plans discussed by the 
Board were for a Pound Day to be 
held shortly, and the possibility 
of enlisting and organizing -regu-

Mr. Irvine, who won the last 
Federal election in Cariboo on the 
C.C.F. ticket, took the Government 
to task for its failure to maintain 
price control' of commodities and 
its neglect of much needed social 
legislation. He charged that-free 
enterprise in Canada had never 
recovered from the depression of 
the 1930's, but was saved by the 
outbreak of war in 1939, adding 
that Canada's ecoiiomy is again 
fast heading toward the depres­
sion level. 

' Inequalities in tlie distribution 
of the nation's wealth, he asserted, 
was the primary cause of the re­
current periods of boom and de-
pre.ssion.̂  Inequality of the distri-
br.tion was also the result of free 
enterprise and failure in Canada 
to eotablLsh a controlled economy. 

The "present upward trend of 
commodity prices, he said, was the 
direct result of the discontinuance 
of controls ,by the Government. 
Only comomdities now under con­
trol are those in short supply in 
the Dominion. The CC.F.. Party 
had f̂ought for the continuance of 
controlled prices. In the House, 
however, 'Conservatives had press­
ed strongly for imemdiate return 
to free enterprise. 

The resulting sharp-upward rise 
in prices has forced an increase 
in workers' wages,,but it was Mr. 
Irvine's opinion that the wage in­
creases, to date have not offset the 
price advances of goods. Workers' 
families, there fore, are unable to 
buy as much for their dollar' as 
they were under wartime controll-, 
ed priciis. 

The speaker dealt at length witii 
the difficult housing problem. Lum­
ber shortages contributed the most 
toward this situation, and prices 
lia,ve now advanced to the point 
where tlie cost of an ordinary 
dwelling averages about $1,000 a 
room; a price that in most cases 
is out of reach of the working man. 
He also scored the government 
policy of permitting the building^ 
of large industrial plants and other 
private building enterprise while 
the average citizen was unable to 
get materials with which to build, 
even if the necessary funds were , 
forthcoming. 

In edaling with the failure of 
the government to provide any 
v.'orthwhile legislation for the bet­
terment of social conditions, Mr. 
Irvine stated that the only work 
In this regard during the Session 
was the slight increase of $5.00 a 
month in the portion of old age 
pensions paid by the Dominion. * 
The figure which pensioners should 
receive, he said, was $50 a month, 
and the Dominion Government 
should make up the difference. 

The fact that the government 
had not reduced or removed many 
of the small nuisance taxes called 
for explanation, he stated. Over 
half of the Canada's population 
did not earn enough to pay in­
come tax, yet they were saddled 
,with the nuisance taxes the same 
as their more fortunate brothers. 

Balancing of tlie Budget in the 
past fiscal year had been made 
possible by the income derived 
from the sale of war surplus as­
sets, and the high corporation tax­
es; the letter were forthcoming be-

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Care With Canadian Immigration 
New outbreaks of internecine strife among the Doukhobors in 

the Nelson district point up the danger of Canada accepting 
crack-pot and off-color religious sects from other lands, Although 
the Doukhobors have been resident in Canada about half a century 
they have steadfastly refused to accept the Canadian way of life, 
and, indeed, have deliberately flouted the laws of the Dominion. 

Tills, however, is not the first experience of the kind Canada 
has been subjected to in the pa.st seventy-five years. There have 
been other settlements of s o 7 c a l l o d persecuted religious sects from 
Europe which have been given sanctuary in Canada and settled in 
the Prairie Provinces. In nearly every case these peoples have re­
fused to conform to Canadian standards of life. 

The Doukhotaor situation, over the years, has become a chronic 
headache to government officials and the Provincial Police. While 
refusing point-blank to serve in tiie defence of the country in times 

" of war, excusing themselves on the grounds of religious scruples,' 
they have nevertheless carried cn orgies of bombings, arson and 
mayhem generally, which gives the lie to their protestations against 
injuring their fellmv men. 

Many British Columbians have come to the point where they 
are theorizing on what stand the government would take if a num­
ber of them (native born) banded together and carried on the type 
of guerilla warfare which is now raging in the Doukobhor settle­
ments. There is not much argument as to what action the powers 
that be would employ — the trouble makers would be promptly-
heaved Into the calaboose. 

With strong agitation for the opening of Canada,'s doors to 
einigres from Europe, and the apparent interest of Ottawa in the 
matter, it would certainly save a lot of future trouble for this coun­
try if applicants for settlement in Canada were rigorously "screened" 
before being allowed entry. It is only common sense to leave the 
religious fanatics and those who are unasimaible in their native 
land. We don't want them. 

British Columbia Bill Thirty-Nine 
The recent charges against Nanaimo laundry workers of par­

ticipating in an illegal strike, and the subsequent, court verdict 
finding these workers guilty of participating in said illegal strike, 
brings into sharp focus the British Columbia Bill Thirty-Nine. 
While much criticism has been voiced against this legislation from

a number of quarters, all must admit that the Government was 
practically forced to take some action to prevent a series of disas­
trous strikes and tie-ups in industry. 

It will aLso be freely admitted that Bill Thirty-Nine, as the leg­
islation is popularly designated,,is not perfect. But the fact remains 
that a start had to be made somewhere to handle a, situation fast 
getting out of hand. As inequalities and injustices appear in the Act 
they can be corrected by amendment. 

What has apparently escaped comprehension by the die-hards 
in both labor and management ranks is the fact that the Bill was 
designed primarily to prevent hotheads in either the labor or man- . 
agement camps from precipitating strikes which might be averted 
by conference between the opposing factions. The new Bill also 
guarantees secret balloting, under government supervision, in the 
event a strike vote is called. This latter clause, which is vigorously 
opposed by certain unions, really acts for the benefit of the unions 
in that accusations of ballot box stuffing and intimidation of voters 
can no longer be levelled at them. 

If both union and management heads worked half as hard to 
attain amicable settlement of their differences as they do to gain 
advantage of the other, there would be little lahor unrest in this 
province.

CVT Schools May 
Close Down For 
Lack of Students 

DVA officials warned this week 
that thousands of veterans across 
Canada may lose their opportun­
ity for vocational training if ap­
plication for such training Is not 
made immediately. 

The right to apply for vocational 
training ends December 31, 1947, 
for all except pensioners, veterans 
discharged after January 1 of tliis 
year or undergoing treatment. Be­
cause of this fact, a. number of vet­
erans are deferring their applica­
tions in order to take advantage 
of summer employment. 
. "This places iis in the difficult 
position of trying to anticipate 
what the training load will be later 
on," say departmental officials. 

;"At the moment training facili­
ties are more than adequate,, .but 
we are faced v̂ îth the necessity of 
closing out certain institutions and 
classes because there are insuf­
ficient veterans taking these, par­
ticular courses. 

"The expense of .these classes 
cannot be justified on the mere as-
sumpetion that next November, or 
December might oring increased 
numbers of applications for-them. 
Thus, it is imperative that those 
v/ho require training commence 
v/hile facilities are still adeqtiate. 

Veterans planning to take voca­
tional courses should therefore%p-
ply at once and be prepared to 
start their course as soon as they 
are notified of the trainmg dppor-
timity."

An immediate start on a wide 
development program at Cariboo 
Gold Quartz was announced re-
cenly by Dr. F. C. Buckland, con­
sulting engineer for the property, 
following a meeting between Dr. 
W. Burnett, president, O. H. Soli-
bakke, of the board of directors, 
and Dr. Buckland. — 
SHAFT ENLARGED 

First stop in the program is the 
slashing down of No. 1 shaft, en­
larging it to three compartments 
v/hich will facilitate the moving 
of equipment for increased activ­
ity in the section known as the No. 
1 zone. 

Immediately upon completion of 
the shaft project ncv/ ground will 
be opened in the portion of the 
No. 1' zone that extends beneath 
Jack 0 ' Clubs Lake, and in .the 
Rainbow member. A drilling pro­
gram just completed has indicated 
very encouraging ore bodies in 
both directions, Dr. Buckland has 
stated. 

In conjunction with the shaft 
job it is planned to mechanize all 
levels of the mine below the 1500, 
v/hich is the main level. 

"Quartz geologists are convinced 
that replacement ore, similar to 
that encountered at Island Moun­
tain, continues at depth in Quartz 
property," said Dr. Buckland. "Is­
land Mountain is now at a con­
siderably greater depth than the 
Quartz and recent development of 
the lower levels indicates the 
.'jouiidness of that theory." 
POWER INCREASED 

As a nart of the mechanization 
program the power plant is being 

increased. Three new engines have 
recently been purchased and in­
stallation of the first of the new 
units ha,s been completed. It was 
turned over for the first time re­
cently. 

Instfallation of the two other en­
gines, already delivered, will be 
delayed pending enlarging of the 
powerhouse. 

The new unit now in operation 
is direct coupled to a new genera­
tor while the other two engines 
will drive compressors, and ma­
terially increase air capacity for 
the mine.

WORK IIAS STARTED 
"The decision to embark on a 

mechanization program is due to 
our conviction of a change in la­
bor trends," said Dr. Buckland. 
"We feel that bulk labor is nob 
likely to be experienced, and ef-
fiicient mine operation depends 
upon skilled^ men utilizing the 
mechanical devices availahle. Such 
methods should result in a mater­
ial increase in man-ton produc­
tion" 

During the enlarging of No. 1 
shaft all men will be shifted from 
the levels in that sector. The 
change over is already under way. 
Engineers commenced work on tlie 
enmrgement program recently ana 
slashing down is expected to get 
under v/ay shortly. 

As a preparatory move for the 
mechanization program a training 
program for employees is being in­
stituted. 

"The present supply of trained 
miners is at a particularly low 
ebb," explained Dr. Buckland, "and 
we feel that it will be far better 
to train our own men."

It was mentioned at the meet­
ing that at least one local leader 
met with his group of boys and 
girls for study every Friday even-
ning, this particular evening be­
ing chosen as it conflicted less with 
homework given on other nights to 
those still attending school.
