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Field Marshal the Rt. Hon. The Earl Wavell talking to the 
British Broadcasting Corporation listeners. He is of a military 
family; his father was Major-General A. G. Wavell, and his 
grandfather, who achieved distinction in the Napoleonic Wars, 
became Deputy Commander-in-Chief, Chilean Army, in 1820. 

Lord Wavell was Commander-in-Chief, Middle East, Sep­
tember 1939-41; Commande:-in-Chief, India, 11th July, 1941 
(and Burma from 28th December, 1941) to June, 1943. On 3rd 
January, 1942, a joint announcement by President Roosevelt 
and Mr. Churchill appointed Wavell as the Supreme Com­
mander, South-West Pacific Area. This was the first occasion 
in history that any man had been given supreme command of 
the naval forces as well as the land and air arms of group of 
powers. 

New Regulations to Govern 
Handling of Beaver Pelts 

Farmers Asked 
To Report Wolves 
Or Stock Losses 

In carrying out of the wolf con­
trol operation again this year Game 
Warden Hillen requests that if any 
farmers or ranchers are being 
troubled with wolf depredations on 
stock in the Quenel District, to 
notify him immediately the losses 
take place or tracks arc seen in 
the neighbourhood. The Game 
Dep't also wecome any authentic 
reports oi\ the movement ol* wolves 
and these reports are of great help 
in the destruction of these animals. 

A deh'v of a few hours may make 
it impossible to detsroy these pred­
ators. Last year ranchers who not­
ified the game Dep't immediately 
the losses took place received 
prompt attention, and in most cases 
with satisfactory results.During the 
past 12 months Game Warden Hil­
len and Predatory Animal Hunter 
McKenzie have destroyed 28 adult 
wolves and 17 pups. 

It is significant to note that with 
the local abundance of wolves in 
close proximity to Quesnel. last 
winter at a bounty of $40.00 there 
were only six wolves turned in for 
bounty by farmers and trappers, 

i with this figure compared to the 
I above 28. one cannot help but won-
i der if the bounty system isn't ef-
i fective only when a large popula-
| tion of predators is in existance 
j and chances of shooting them 
i greater. Such a situation is cer­

tainly not to be recommended.

No permit or seal is to be issued 
unless the issuer has proof that 
beaver are established on the trap­
ping area or lands for which ap­
plication is being made to trap 
beaver. 

Each applicant for peynit to trap 
beaver shall on issuance of permit 
be supplied with the required num­
ber of seals. 

Each applicant for beaver-seals 
and permit shall, when requested 
so to do, furnish satisfactory proof 
to the Game Commission as to 
the trapping area where it is pro­
posed to trap the beaver. 

One of the seals supplied must 
be securely affixed to the fore­
part or head of the pelt by the 
person trapping or taking the bea­
ver immediately the pelt has been 
stretched or prepared for sale. 

Each person to whom beaver-
.seals have been issued shall return 
•any unused seals forthwith after 
the close of the authorized trap­
ping period to the nearest Game 
Warden or Constable. 

The transfer of any beaver-seals 
or permit from one person to a-
nother is prohibited, and no person 
shall have in his possession any 
beaver-.seals or permit not issued 
in his name. 

No trapper, fur-trader, or any 
other person shall buy, sell, offer to 
buy or sell, possess, bargain, or 
trade in any pelt that has not 
been sealed in accordance with the 
provisions cf these regulations. 

No common or private carrier 
or transportation company or per­
son shall carry or cause to be car­
ried, shipped, or transported with­
in the Province any pelt that has 
not been .scaled in accordance with 
the provisions of these regulations, 
except in a case where a pelt or 
pelts have been confiscated to the 
crown.

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Hold On to Foundation Stock 
Trends affect farm income whether or not farmers take them 

into account in their planning. If they could be foreseen it might 
make considerable difference in the profit or loss column. The most 
consistent trend now apparent is a stronger demand for meat and 
other livestock products. 

Since about midway of the 1920's, the livestock branch of agri­
culture has returned more of the total farm income than crops 
every year. During the 1930's this was partly due to the surplus 
troubles of major crops like wheat, corn and cotton as well as to 
changing food habits which involved the eating of less cereals and 
potatoes. But since the war booster consumer incomes, another 
factor has become strikingly evident. Government studies show 
that as consumer incomes become larger the demand for meat and 
other livestock products increases more than for other foods. For 
every one per cent gain in disposable incomes these studies showed 
there was a .7 per cent increase in the retail value of meat con­
sumed. 

The significance of this fact should not be overlooked. Analysts 
generally agree that this country must have a far larger national 
income than before the war if it is to meet its obligations. They 
feel also that labor wages will be higher, making for a consumer 
market with broader buymg power. Both these factors should in­
sure the continuance of the trend toward a stronger demand for 
meat and other livestock products. 

Another point should not escape attention. Meat and dairy 
products return to farmers the largest share of the consumer's dol­
lar of any farm items. This was true during the semi-depression 
1935-39 period and to an even greater extent with the higher con­
sumer incomes since 1941. Marketing costs absorb a smaller amount 
of the meat and daix*y dollar because there is less waste and be­
cause a part of the processing job—the conversion of grass and 
feed grains into higher and more finished types food—is done on 
tlie farms. 

Also, a possible source of trouble to agriculture may be relieved 
by taking advantage of this trend. War and its aftermath always 
encourage an increase in grain production and then usually leave 
a gap in demand. The first part of this has already happened. Live­
stock provides the only alternative market to take up the slack if 
the second part should follow. An increase in its production, which 
has dropped too low, is needed to restore a safe balance to farming. 
The observation of one of the best Corn ̂ Belt livestock leaders that 
"It's a good time to hold on to, and build up, foundation stock," 
seems sound. — Country Gentleman. 

Hewlett Johnson — Clerical Paradox 
One of the strangest,crusades of recent years is that being 

conducted by the Dean of Canterbury, the Rev. Hewlett Johnson, 
who is mounting the hustings and beating the drum for the Union 
of Socialist Soviet Republics. In spite of it having been made almost 
rudely apparent that the large majority of the peoples of Canada 
and the United States did not want to hear his lectures, and, in­
deed, of being refused admission to the United States on one oc­
casion, he has gone ahead with his campaign. 

The strange and paradoxical part of this entire business Is the 
fact that as the Dean of Canterbury Mr. Johnson holds one of the 
most venerable positions in Christendom, while the Soviet Repub­
lics constitute the only avowed atheistic state in the world. Not 
only have the Soviets denied the existence of a Supreme Being, and 
are so teaching in their schools, but they have heaped scorn and 
ridicule on the teachings of Christ. 

One of the oldest cathedral churches in Moscow was made a 
"museum of anti-Christian relics" after the Communist revolu­
tion. And this at the order of the Soviet Government. 

These times have indeed produced some startling and ill-
matched bedfellows. 

# DEMOCRACY DEFINED—Hon. Lester B. Pearson, Minister of 
External Affairs, quoted The New Yorker, sophisticated U.S. hu­
mor magazine, in its definition of democracy in a recent speech 
before the Canadian Teachers' Federation and th quotation bears 
repeating.

The Youth Training Centre is a 
self-contained unit which includes 
a dining hall, recreation hall, shops 
and lecture rooms.

Accommo­
dation is also available for mar­
ried couples without children.

There will be no fee for the 
course but each student will be ex­
pected to make a contribution of

chen for a minimum period of 20 
hours. Every student whose return 
fare to Vancouver amounts to 
more than $10.00 will have the dif­
ference between his return fare 
and $10.00 refunded. 

The return fare would be based 
on train (coach), boat or plane 
fare, whichever is cheapest. For 
example the return fare to Arm­
strong by train is $23.05. A student 
coming from Armstrong would re­
ceive a refund of $13.05.

The B.C, Red Cross Blood Trans­
fusion Service has saved the. pro­
vince's citizens more than $1,300,-
000 during the last 22 months in 
free blood transfusions, it was an­
nounced by Col. W. G. Swan, chair­
man of the B.C. Blood Donor Com­
mittee. 

He reported that since inception 
of the free service in February, 
1947, more than 53,000 donations 
have been made including 25,800 
in the first 12 months up to Feb­
ruary this year and an estimated 
27,500 up to the end of November. 

"At the cost of $25 per trans­
fusion for hospital patients pre­
vailing prior to beginning of the 
Red Cross service. B.C. citizens 
would have paid out more than 
$1,332,500.00 for transfusions dur­
ing the present life of the service," 
he said.

tinies, Halifax serving the latter 
provinces. Montreal Red Cross 
branch opened their unit and don­
or service this month and Toronto 
will have a Red Cross blood bank 
and transfusion service for its area 
early in the new year. It Ls expect­
ed that by the end of 1949, nearly 
all Canadians will have this vital 
Red Cross service available in 
their districts. 

All costs in collection and pro­
cessing of blood and plasma is 
borne entirely by the Red Cross, 
he said. 

Increased use of blood as a means 
of saving lives was reported by Dr. 
J. S. Cull, transfusion service dir­
ector. 

"Because of the elimination of 
cost to the patient and "an ade­
quate supply on hand in hospital 
banks the use of blood during op­
erations and for accident victims 
has gone up tremendously with a 
corresponding reduced loss of 
lives," he said. 

He reported the number of trans­
fusions made during the first year 
of the service was three and one-
half times the 7,200 made during
