All main roads were open in 
the Quesnel area by Thursday 
evening and plows were ex­
pected to have the way cleared 
to Wells by Friday morning. 

Greyhounds are not running 
so far due to the tie-ups n 
road coimectons to the" south 
and the Thursday PGE train 
was camelled when it was im-
psBlble t,> get past heavy slides 
south of Lillooet. 

Planes were running several 
hours behind schedue as a re­
sult of the weather and there 
was a consequent delay in the 
arrival cf first class mall.

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1949 Was A Year Of Progress NEW YEAR MESSAGE 
FROM THE PREMIER 

DOWN TO THE final hours 
of its 365 day cycle, the 

year 1949 will certainly be 
written into the record books 
as one of almost unpreced­
ented progress for this dis­
trict. It saw the start of at 
least two, and possibly three, 
major developments and a 
host of smaller undertakings 
almost too numerous to men­
tion. 

Looming largest in the ma­
jor developments is the ex­
tension of the PGE to Prince 
George. Once initial contracts 
were let the work was soon 
under way and by the time 
the construction camps clos­
ed for the Christmas holiday 
vast., strides had been made 
cn the project. 

Hydro electric develop­
ment on the Quesnel River 
is also a leader in the list of 
1949 events. While no defin­
ite commitment has yet been 
made as to when actual con­
struction of a dam can be ex­
pected, exhaustive surveys 

are being made and it is gen­
erally conceeded that the hy­
dro is on its way. 
Development of hydro pow­

er may well outshadow the 
extension of the PGE for it is 
being regarded as the lurie 
most likely to bring new and 
larger industiy to this area, 

A new comer on the cal­
endar of events for 1949 is a 
possible o i 1 development;. 
Late last month application 
was finally made for rights , 
to make a survey of two 
tracts both adjacent to Ques­
nel. 

Right in Quesnel the new 
Senior-Junior High School 
building is the largest of the 
1949 additions. Running a 
close second is ihe new Pub­
lic Works depot which was 
completed in the fall. 

While the new school will 
not be finished until some­
time early in the New Year, 
when eventually opened it 
will give this district one of 
the finest and most modern 

school buildings to be found 
in the central interior. 

Business expansion con­
tinued at a h i^ level throu­
ghout the year. 
Opening of the Peel Assem­

bly Yard saw an expansion 
of the lumber outlets for the 
district, though shipment of 
timber was slow until the 
new PGE spur to 2-Mile Flat 
was completed early this 
month. 
Johnston Bros., pioneer mo­

tor firm of the town and dis­
trict completed the renova­
tion and enlarging of their 
garage. Right across the stre­
et Beath Motors was contin­
uing with an expansion pro­
gram that had been undei 
way for months. 

Early in December Beath's 
opened their new show rooms, 
though still unfinishedi and 
that opening marked the fin­
al step in a program that saw

MILK IS known as a protec­
tive food, as it, like the fol­

lowing foods: butter, cheese, 
eggs, meat, fruit and vege­
tables, contains minerals and 
vitamins without which, we 

'could hot survive. Increased 
consumption of high energy 
foods only tends to aggrav­
ate any vitamin or mineral 
deficiency " from which we 
may be suffering. Milk there­
fore, protects us against mal­
nutrition and consequent ill 
health, and because of its im­
portance merits all the pro­
tection we can give it to en­
sure that it is supplied to us 
in its best and safest state. 

Production of milk to be 
sold within our rapidly grow­
ing communities of the Cari­
boo, is a comparitively young 
industry, and is in no way 
sufficiently develope d to 
meet the needs of these com­
munities. There are only 3 
distributors of ariy size oper­
ating in the Cariboo at pres­

ent, 2 of these distribute raw 
milk and the third, pasteur­
ized. Plans are however, be­
ing considered by the 2 raw 
milk distributors to pasteur­
ize their supply v.. There ace; 
several other raw milk dis­
tributors who operate on only 
a very small scale and thus 
do not present the same dan­
ger to the pubhc as the larger

Oil Company 
Interested Here 
WESTATES Petroleum Cor-
. poration of San Fi-anc'sco 

has filed notice of intention 
to apply for two petroleum 
and natural gas prospecting 
permits in the Cariboo. One 
application deals with a tract 
of ground on the west shore 

•-of-1-he Fraser itivgr iii the Al­
exandria area, while the oth­
er is for rights south-east of 
Dragon Lake. 

Fihng of the applications 
confirms stories that, oil and 
gas exploration was to be un­
dertaken hei*e. F.i'st hint of 
such a possibility was heard 
early last summer. 

The move will bring the 
Cariboo into the foreground 
along with other portion,s of 
the province which are cur­
rently attracting the atten­
tion of the oil concerns. 

It is understood that in­
vestigation of prospective pro­
perty has been going on quiet­
ly for some time. At least one 
drill suitable for deep hole 
drilling is known to be in the 
district. 

While the filing of applica­
tion for permits is the pre­
liminary step chere is every 
possibility that active ex­
ploration will be undertaken 
here next spring. 

Engineers state that geolo­
gical formation of much of 
the country throughout the 
Cariboo indicates a strong 
possibility of the presence of 
gas or oil.

A N e e d F o r Imtiative 
If Quesnel is to share in the opportunity shortly to be off­

ered through the Dominion-Provincial housing scheme there 
is need for immediate imtiative on the part of some represen­
tative group here. 

Already conferences have been held in Victoria between 
representatives of some communities and members of the 
Provincial Government. Quesnel was not among those appar­
ently receiving invitations to these deliberations, but that 
seems no reason to assume that we could not benefit through 
the scheme. 

The plan, as outlined through Victoria, is to build houses 
for rent through a joint Dominion-Provincial plan whereby 
15'' of the ccst is assumed by tlie Feaeral Government. 

Blocks of houses are to be constructed on a mass product­
ion basis. This immediately noints the necessity of securing 
building sites of considerable size. While securing a block suf­
ficiently laige might present a problem it should not be one 
of such magnitude, that Quesnel will be left out in the cold 
when the scheme gets fully under way. 

It would seem that the immediate requirement would be a 
survey to determine if a block of property sufficiently large 
to accommodate, say a minimum of at least 30 homes, could 
bo secured. 

Such a survey need not be the responsibility of the Village 
Commissioners. It could as easily be determined by the-^Board 
of Trade or any other organization interested in the develop­
ment and expansion of the community. 

Delay in gaining the government's ear might be fatal. Ac-
lion has already been started at Prince George with a view 
to gaining additional housing there through the new scheme. 
Need for housing in the northern town is no whit greater 
thvn it is here in Quesnel. 

It is not good enough to wait until Victoria or Ottawa gets 
aroimd to us. With other areas clamouring for attention it 
might well be that Quesnel will be overlooked completely. 
Progress of the entire district can be seriously restricted if 
additional housing is not available here — and soon. 

D u e C o u s e f o r Alarm 
Parents of children attending the. district school at Alexan­

dria have recently expressed alarm for the safety of their 
youngsters du§ to disregard shown by motorists when pass-
in« that particular school. 

Though the usual warning signs are posted at the side of 
the highway they are all too often ignored by drivers, who 
apparently are more concerned with reaching their destina- ' 
tion than in paying attention to highway markers. 

Residents "of Alexandria point out that if the present prac­
tise is continued there can be no other result but a serious 
imd possibly f;.ial accidont. Already thei'e has been at least 
one near-accident and the general feeling is that the next 
tî ne it may be an accident. 

School zones should demand respect where ever they are. 
Tn town f nd other large centres it is u.sually much easier to 
see that the regulations are observed. In the case of commun­
ities such as Alexandria the motorist is pretty much on his 
ov/n, .'iince there is no I'egular supervision made. 

One of the unfortunate points in the charge being made by 
Alexandria parents is that local re,s,;dents are equally to blame 
with transient motorists. They, too are frequently ignoring 
the signs calling for a 1.5 miles per hour speed through the 
school zone. 

If the wai-ning signs are plainly visible at the roadside, the 
Alexandria parents appear to have no other recourse than 
that of reporting speeding motorists to the authorities. In any 
event it seems they have ju.st cause for alarm. 

Why C o f e r f o W e o f h e r ? 

Unusual weather - something that seems to be a particu­
larly u.sual thing in Cariboo - is playing hob with plans for 
winter recreation. The continuing snow maKes it almost im­
possible to get hockey and skating started for the season and 
ob 'ut ihe only winter sport fimctioning so far is curling. 

WHiich brines up the question - Why cater to weather? 
Williams Lake is at present completing a rink that will af­

ford facilities for indoor curlinf'and hockey. The project was. 
undertaken almost a year ago and has been built largely 
through the volunteer effort of intere.sted citizens. 

Numerous communities in the southern interior are plan­
ning or have already started on rinks which will serve doub­
le duty - in winter they accommodate skaters, hockey and 
curling, in summer they can be used as fair buildings or for 
such siDorls as lacrosse. 

L.-ilost in the group to take action is Summerland, where it 
ha.s been determined that a quonset-type structure-, large 
enough for a hockey rink and for two sheets of curling ice, 
can be constructed for an estimated $15,000. 

Cost of the foundation and nece.ssary trusses, according to 
an e.stimatc presented by a Vancouver contractor, would be 

These figures .s l iould prove inlerestinf in Quesnel. Thei-e 
is no question but that a rink would be an asset to the com-
munitv. It .seems tlie fact is already pretty well recognized. 
The .stickler apparently i.s the cost of such a project.
