District Permits 
Hit High Total 
BUILDING permits issued 

for the regulated area 
north and south of the Vill­
age ci Quesnel amounted to 
$110,900 between March 1 
and October 31.

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Editorials — 
A Mark of Stature 

People of West Quesnel are to be complimented upon the 
action taken last weekend in forming a Ratepayers' Associa­
tion, with the objective of furthering civic progress. 

While it may be argued that a minority of ratepayers was 
present at the meeting which saw the formation of the new 
community organization, such argument can be discounted by 
the fact that the meeting was the largest of its kind lo assemble 
in West Quesnel. 

A Ratepayers' Association can become the spearhead of a 
program that will bring to West Quesnel the improvements it 
requires. Similar organizations enjoy enviable reputations in 

' many other parts of the province. 
British Columbia is truly the last frontier of Canada. It has 

still to-make its true weight felt in Ottav/a. Throughout this 
province there are many other areas very simihu" indeed to 
West Quesnel, and not one of the.se areas can hope for imĵ roved 
conditions until the same steps are taken as those hurdled in 
West Quesnel last Sunday evening. 

Just what's to be done about the vexing problems faced by 
residents of West Quesnel remains to be seen. The point at pres­
ent is that the people there are endeavoring to do something 
about it tp effect improvement. 

At the meeting last Saturday it was recognized that a water 
system is needed. It was further recognized that sanitation 
should be very cohsiderably iimproved, and at least the m.ost 
heavily travelled streets should have some sort of lighting. 

Recognition of these things is a measure of civic gi'owth. 
Now that West Quesnel has openly made a move to improve 
the condition found to be inadequate the district should be af­
forded all assistance possible by more experienced neighbors. 

The West Quesnel Ratepayers' Association is a mark of sta­
ture and is entitled to due respect. 

Let's Take A Flashback 

A "flashback" is a term used today by the people, who ar­
range radio programs, or motion pictures, to describe a scene 
that carries back into a period in the past. It is an apt, and even 
trite, way of putting things. Nonetheless, the flashback is a de­
vice of considerable significance and it should not be left entire­
ly to those who make use of it solely for the better presentation 
of an enterthinment feature. 

Today we can well make use of a flashback. 
Considering all the warning signals that are to hand it would 

le little less than stupid to stic kour heads in the sand and say 
that things are going on as before. 

In the first place, how long is before? Bluntly, "before" is 
just as long as the end of World War II. Today, using the flash­
back technique, we are at the same crossroads as was faced at 
the end of World War I. Now, as then, people never had it so 
good, if we can be forgiven for using a hackneyed phrase 
But it was not long before we were having it a lot worse. 

There are certain warning signals before us today. Business 
competition is tightening up. Markets are not as easily found as 
the same markets were six months ago. In short, the pendulum 
appears to be starting the back swing. How far that back swing 
carries may well depend upon what w,e all do today. 

Still using the backflash technique, we can say that when 
the pendulum started the back-swing after World War I people 
laughed it off. If we want to laugh it off today we can expect 
an up-to-date version of what happened a little more than 
twenty years ago and nobody wants that. 

Admitting that the experience of 1929 and the early l()30s 
is something that shouldn't happen to a dog, it remains for the 
thinking person to look around for a means to forestall such a 
prospect. For that the Army has a term, "digging in." 

"Diggin in" simply means taking the precaution of i.jlding 
what is now held. If it proves to* be an unnecessary precaution, 
then a valuable respite has been gained before assailing new 
heights. But if the precaution is really necessary, then a firm 
position has been established against something that could oth­
erwise be devastating. 

Through the "flashback" device it would appear that a lit­
tle "digging in" is called for right now, and it may be unfortun­
ate indeed if the warning signals are not heeded.

Wages Or Security? 

It might be well to state at the outset that we have no inten­
tion of speaking disparagingly of ditch digging and himber pil­
ing and similar manual labor, or of those men engaged in such 
labor. Ditc' digging and lumber piling, where ditches must be 
dug and lumber piled, is an honorable and necessary work, al­
though it is gradually being taken over by the machine. 

But the fact remains today that too many young men dig 
ditches and pile lumbe rin prfeerence to learning a skilled 
trade for which they have ample education and adquate capac­
ity. The reason, of course, is that manual laborers receive larger 
cheques than a trade apprentice. 

Surely, though, such young men are taking a short-sighted 
view of their future and its possibilities. 

Prince George employers in many trades, plumbers, mach­
inists, printers, painters, bakers—complain that there are very 
few young men who are satisfied to begin learning a skilled 
trade at low wages. The beginning wages in skilled trades are 
necessarily low because the learner in the initial stages is really 
of very little value to his employer. On the other hand the be­

ginner's wage as a ditch digger or liunber piler or truck driver 
is comparably very high because the fact is a young man can 
start at any of these occupations and be just about as efficient in 
a week or so as the man who has been on the same job for ten 
years. 

But what of the comparative future of the ditch digger and 
the trade apprentice? There is no need here to state the obvious. 

The first casualty of any industrial recession will be the em-
ploĵ ee who has nothing but muscles and a minimum of routine 
skill to offer the boss. 

It is to be hoped that this trend towards the job with the im­
mediate dollar and away from the job with a real future will 
halt. The skilled trades are not receiving a fair share of young 
Canadian brains and energy. With the lumber and construction 
industries luring boys out of school and away to'high-pay jobs, 
we are not getting a chance to train the tradesmen of tomorrow. 
Canadian standards of skilled labor are away below those of the 
European countries where the apprenticeship system is fostered 
and encouraged. 

Parents and teachers can do much to instil in teen-age boys 
the importance of building toward a future, rather than setting 
sights no farther ahead than the size of next Saturday's pay 
cheque. — Prince George Citizen, •
