Trucks Are Offenders Too

While the Fraser Bridge:problem is currently under con-
sideration, and two proposals have been advanced which it is
hoped would do something to relieve the trallic jams which
occur daily, still another fault crops up.

Cars are often caught on the bridge by hcavy trucks or,
worse still, two trucks find themselves meeting in hridge cen-
tre. Unfortunately the worst tie-ups of this sort occur after
dark when it is ail but impossible to tell the size of an approa-
ching vehicle unless it is properly marked.

That is the rub. There ave a number of trucks operating
with faulty marker lights and sume with no marker lights at
all. When one of these machines turns onto the bridge and
meets another truck coming from the opposite direction there
can’'t help but be a tie-up.

According to traffic regulations heavy trucks are all sup-
posed to carry proper marker lights. In most cases they do,
but unless there is constant checking it is all too easy to ncg-
lect a faulty light or repair some broken wiring.

Perhaps a little investigation of trucks using the bridge
would do a lot to correct some of the bottle necks that leave
drivers with frayed tempers and add to the traffic hazard at
both approaches to the bridge.

Mr. Sommers Still Unhappy

Last week it was announced that the Aluminum Company
of Canada will finance the logging of such merchantable tim-
ber as can be taken on a commercial basis from the area that
is to be flooded to provide water power for the turbines at Ke-
mano.

The arrangement was completed in a conference between
McNeeley DuBose, vice president of Alcan and the Hon. R. E.
Sommers, B.C.’s new Minister of Lands and Forests.

Earlier Mr. Sommers had commented about the timber
that would be flooded and the damage that would be done to
the Tweedsmuir Park area. These remarks were made follow-
ing a trip he made to that part of British Columbia.

. It is possible that the views he expressed then had some-
thing to do with the agreement later reached with Mr. Du-
Bose. But Mr. Sommers is, apparently, still unhappy. "

Hard on the heels of the announcement of the new agree-
ment there is a press statement from Mr. Sommers to the eff-
ect that the steps being taken are still insufficient. While the
merchantable timber will be salvaged he deplores the damage
that will be done to a natural beauty spot. ,

If. Mr. Sommers was making this remark simply to get his
name in the papers, it would have been better left unsaid. Be-
tween the lines the hint can be detected that he was unable
to make quite as good a deal as he would like. And it ill be-
comes one party to a contract to cry when an understanding
has been reached.

In a project as vast as the Alcan undertaking in this pro-
vince it is necessary that Certain things must be sacrificed. The

only logical approach is to determine what will be of the most

benefit to the most people in B.C.
People ~f British Columbia expect more of their cabinet

ministers than belated quibbling, or talk of international poker
games with the future of the province at stake.

You Can’t Budget Health

In effect, the recent order that B.C. hospitals hold 1953 ex-
penditures to the 1952 level or make reductions if possible,
amounts to the budgeting of health and it is likely to prove a
pretty difficult feat to accomplish.

There may be a number of B.C. hospitals where this can
be done but it is definitely going to work hardship in any of
the province's growing communities where hospitals were
hard pressed, in 1952, to make ends meet.

For a hospital such as the institution in Quesnel it is im-
possible. For the past five years there has been a steady in-
crease in the number of patients treated. Where five years
ago two doctors were sufficient for the needs of the commun-
ity, there are now four kept busy.

Not a day goes by that the operating room at Quesnel Hos-
pital isn’t busy and there is a constantly increasing demand on
other facilities.

In the face of the demand now placed upon it the Quesnel
Hospital is completely inadequate and through its very inad-
equacy operating costs are higher. With hospital staff memb-
ers working under difficult conditions it is only to be expected
that there will be a considerable labor turn-over, which adds
materially to the cost of operation.

The trend in treatment today also places a higher demand
upon hospital finances. While the individual stay.in hospital
is shortened, treatment during that stay is intensified. This
means that more and more drugs are being used continually.

How it is possible to hold expenditures to the 1952 level
in the face of such a situation is something the directive fail-
ed to reveal.

Added to the rising cost of hospital treatment through ne-
cessity for heavier drugs jnventories and wage adjustments
that place hospital employees on a par with workers in other
occupations, is the difficulty of gaining prompt settlement of
patients’ accounts.

Self responsible patients treated here runs to a far higher
percentage than the average claimed for the province by B.C.

age of self responsible (or patients not covered by B.C.H.IS))
has risen to a marked degree.

Somewhere along the line the machinery of the B.C. Hospi-
tal Insurance Service is bogging down and the mess will only
become worse by passing the buck to the hospitals.

Health can’t be budgeted but it is possible to secure com-
plete hospiial insurance coverage if the proper steps are taken.

A good time to check your
home’s  electrical system,
“therefore, is just before the
Christmas decorations go up,
to prevent overloading the
wiring along which electric-
ity travels to various outlets
so that resultant fuse-blowing
and risk of fire are avoided.

For a safe and shining
Christmas, be sure that the
lamps fit well into sockets so
that tinsel or metal decora-
tions do not make contact
with lamp bases and cause a
short circuit. Replace or re-
pair cords on strings of tree
lights if they are frayed or
worn. If an electric circuit is
used for a heating appliance,
avoid overtaxing it with light

At the same time he explain-
¢d that improvement districts
came under the jurisdiction of

the water branch and that was
a part of the Department of
Lands. He was not in a posi-
fien to give full information
on the subject.

In tatking of vitiooe municed-
palities he warned that the
financial future of villages
might not continue as rosy &s
it now is. Villages are at pres-
ent receiving a considerable
poriion ol revinue from the
distribution of the Social Se-
curity. and Municipal Aid Tax.

If there is any change in the
present school tax system it
may transpire that the reven-
ues now received by villages
will be cut materially.

In reply to a question he ex-
blained that the Goldenberg
Report did not state villages
had passed their usefulness.
Instead, he said, the report
peinted out that some villages
had grown to the extent that
they should be considered in
the town category.

Unfortunately ther is no
such municipal catecory pr-
vided for in B.C.

Mr. Bracewell warned that
mprovements could not be ex-
pected immediately an area

organized. He pointed out 2

municipalivy might have the
authority to borrow mongy,
but the actual horrowing was
dependent upon the credit
rating of the area.

Dealing with the idea of an

independent village, the de-
buty minister brought atten-
tion to the fact that a very
considerable portion of rev-
enue would be required for
administration.

Eracewell told his audience
that it might be a good wove
to have West Quesnel inciud-
ed in the present regulated
area. Such a move would en-
sure proper building prac: ses
and aid in clearing up the san-
itation problem.

The Ratepayers Associaiion
was under fire briefly. Presi-
dent W. Edwards stated the
chief purpose of the group
was to better conditions in the
West Quesnel area and his
opinion was echoed by vice
president T. Jennison.
