A New Year Objective

On the eve of a New Year it is customary 1o make resolu-
tions or set out objectives to be attained in the coming year.
What better ohjective could there be for orgenizations here
than an all-out drive urging that there be no further delay in
the Quesnel River puwer dey elopmnt? .

Already the Prince George Board of Trade has started the
ball rolling and that vrganiizatiin has heon promised the {ull
support of L. L. King, MLA for the Fort George riding.

Central B.C. needs that power.

For more than six years the question of developing power
on the Quesnel has been kicited sround. Survevs have been
made by the B.C. Power Conmission, Wstimates ¢s 1o what a
dam would cost at any cf several sites on the river have bheen
drafted.

So far the only site that does not meet with objection {from
the Paciific International Salmon Fisheries Corminiission is the
one on the North Fork of the Quesnel. But even this site would
provide -a power source greater than any other in this area.

Prince George is in desperate need for an ex anded power
source. Here in Quesnel the prospect of power bheyond the scope
of a diesel operation would be a stimulus to new industry. The
same situation prevails in Willfams Lake. -

Power Commissicn officials indicate that all three centres
could be served from a power source on the Quesnel River.

While the alternative of cheap power developed from diesel
plants operatiing on natural gas is possible there is yet no def-
inite assurance that such plants would be practical. In the first
place it has yet to be established how much gas would cost, if
and when a pipe line is constructed.

Power development from gas is being turned out at costs
comparable to that of hydro power, but the plants are located
in the United States at sites practically atop the gas fields.

Already Quesnel enjoys Service from the largest diesel
plant operated by the Power Commission. But that plant is
costly to operate and further expansion would hike operating
costs still further. According to the Power Commission figures
the diesel plants are actually being subsidized by the hydro
areas. This situation cannot continue indefinitely and people
in the Quesnel area may sooner or later be faced with increased
costs or see the service remain at a point near its present level.

No major industrial development can be expected without
a ready source of cheap power. Rumors of major development
in Prince George and also in Quesnel have been heard time and
time again. It is significant that those rumors have failed to
become anything more tangible.

The example of the John Hart dam is still fresh before us.
When that dam was first started it was expected to provide
more than enough power for Vancouver Island. Today it is be-
ing enlarged and Vancouver Island is still faced with the threat
of a power shortage within a relatively short span of years.

Harmac, at Nanaimo, and the new Duncan Bay mill at
Campbell River are both developments made possible by the
power from the John Hart dam. Who can say what new indus-
{rial enterprises would spring up in the Central Interior given
assurance of an adequate power supply at equitable rates?

Surely that Quesnel power is a worthy ohjective for 19537

Little Road What wa?

The well-known question, “Little man, what now?” might
well be changed to “Little Road What Now?” in vie - of the
recent move at the coast wherchy the CNR will shortly take
over the Harbor Board railway in Vancouver and thereby
cecure access to the North Shore.

As of the first of the year the PGE will be bottled in both
north and south by the CNR. At present there is a direct link
with the CNR lines at Prince George, and if the southern ex-
{ension is made it will run head on into the CNR again.

This may be a good thing, and again it may not.

It could mean that purchase of the PGE by the CNR would
appear more attractive. With the provincial line extended into
North Vancouver the CNR would gain a circle through the
province if it should purchase the line.

Again, if the PGE should be extended into North Vancou-
ver, it might mean that another interchange snag would develop
if the line remains under provincial ownership.

People of the Central Interior will be watching for further
developments and possible rail shuffles.

Second Class Canadians

As things stand at the present time approximately half the
population of Canada falls within the category of being second
class Canadians. It is not that these people are any less loyal
than other Canadians, pay any less taxes than other Canadians
or enjoy exemptions not received by other Canadians. They
are simply the people who live in the smaller communities.

Living in a small community has long been extolled as the
simpler life. There, it is said, the pressure of the city is for-
gotten, things go along on a more even tempo and men and
women have time for relaxation and reflection.

Right now people in the smaller towns are doing more re-
flecting than relaxing, and their reflections are coming up with
some reflections that may be increasingly hard to answer.

For instance there is the red-hot issue of television. Small
town residents are expected to pay radio licence fees the same

as city residents. And the same proportion of their taxes goes

toward the subsidizing of the CBC as do taxes of the city

dwellers.
