Road conditions seem to be largely a matter of opinion, 

especially if opinion expressed to an Observer reporter can 
be taken as any definite indication. 

Last weekend, within a period of 24 hours, two widely 
different opinions were voiced by drivers who appeared to be 
sincerely convinced that conditions were as they described 
them. 

On Sunday a former resident of the Cariboo arrived in 
Quesnel after an absence of more than four years. He de­
clared that he had found a vast improvement in road condi­
tions, so much so that he could hardly believe what he had 
seen, 

Of course, in the time he has been gone, there has mo.st 
certainly been a change. The blacktop has been pushed stead­
ily northward from Cache Creek; and blacktopping had only 
been started at the lime of his departure. 

Then, on the other hand, a Cai'iboo resident returning from 
a trip to the coast declared in terms equally .stout that the 
road was in wor.se condition than he had seen it for years. Of 
course this was outright exaggeration, for a very considerable 
portion of that highway has been rebuilt. 

However, the Cariboo resident was referring to the section 
of road between Williams Lake and Quesnel. He overlooked 
the sectors on which pulvi-mix has been spread this summer 
and pointed a highly critical finger at that particular piece of 
road immediately south of Quesnel 

Perhaps the road was rough, but on sober reflection we 
feel that the charge was not entirely warranted. There has 
been a marked improvement in the highway during the past 
season, and if fall weather continues fair there w i l l be a still 
greater improvement before freeze-up, 

Had the two opinions been reversed it would have been 
more understandable, but perhaps matters are better as they 
stand. Our friend residing in the Cariboo can grumble about 
the roads to his heart's content, and perhaps be granted assent 
by his neighbors. 

On the other hand the former resident wi l l return to his 
new home and tell people that he found our roads quite sat­
isfactory, and we wi l l benefit by getting our good publicity in 
a place where it counts the most.

Last Tuesday the schools re-opened for the F a l l term and 

somehow someone slipped up for there is only one school sign 
to be seen at the approaches to Quesnel Elementary School. 
The lone sign is located at the Carson Ave-Kinchant St. corner

A sign that was once in place at the McLean St. corner is 
lying on the ground beside the school fence. Another sign 
that was located on Carson Ave . has completely disappeared.

M r . ^Bnnett'^ statement merely put into words what was in 
the minds of most people living in the Cariboo. 

Following the mention made of the scheme during the 
Spring Session at Victoria, folks in the Central Interior have 
been waiting for the arrival of engineers or some other tang­
ible evidence that action was under way at last, 

When that action failed to materialize, as the summer came 
into full bloom and then commenced to wane, it was inevi­
table that some person of importance would shortly make a 
statement. 

It is quite possible that Premier Bennett and his Govern­
ment intend to do something about the long awaited Quesnel 
River power scheme. Unfortunately there are still a number 
of obstacles to be overcome, and not the least of those obstacles 
is the fact that any development on the North Fork of the 
Quesnel is l ikely to be a very costly business.
