Mrs. Magnuson Rites Today

FUNERAL service for Mrs.

Mary Magnuson, who died
at the family home at Four-
Mile Creek Monday, was held
from St. Andrew’s United
Church this afternoon, with
Rev. D. R. Pilkey as officiat-
ing minister.

The death of Mrs. Magnu-
son, who had been in failing
health for some time, brought
to a close the career of an-
other of the oldtimers who
were linked with the devel-
opment of the North Cariboq.

Election Day Next Thufrsday

Next Thursday ratepayers of the Village Municipality of
Quesnel will be called upon to name two new members to the
five-man board of Commissioners. Candidates for the two
posts which become vacant at the end of the year are being
named today. ' ‘

So far there has appeared to be very little interest in the
coming civic election, despite the fact that there will be at
least four candidates in the field.

It may well transpire that lack of interest is only a sur-
face indication, for during the past few years a very consid-
erable percentage of eligible voters have turned out at the
polls. If such proves the case then all will be well.

Quesnel is making rapid strides ahead. It has already be-
come a cenire of far more significance than the title “village”
would indicate. If the town is to continue progressing it is
essential that the best possible candidates be named to the
Board of Commissioners.

The Commissioners are the men who must cope with the
problems confronting the town. It is through their far-sight-
edness that constructive policies are adopted which will keep
pace with the expansion by new businesses and more homes.

These are the things that should be considered between "‘
now and next Thursday and, after consideration, every rate-

payer should exercise his or her franchise.

A Flimsy Sort Of Excuse

Charges of collusion between the CCF and Liberal parties
in the recent Victoria by-election, levelled this week by the
B.C. Social Credit League, will be taken by most thinking
people in this province as a flimsy sort of excuse for what
might be termed an embarrassing political upset.

On Tuesday of last week the people of Victoria made their
choice at the polls. To charge collusion between two of the
political parties offering candidates is essentially a direct
charge against the people of Victoria, for it is doubtful indeed
if all parties contesting the election could name as definite
party adherents even one-quarter of the persons who cast
their ballots.

Impartial observers, wise in the way of elections, laid the
upset to several factors, not one of which was collusion.

Perhaps the biggest reason of all for the defeat of Mr.

Gunderson lay in the fact that he was not prepared to fight
the by-election on political issues, but rather on whether or
not Victoria should have representation in the cabinet. X

There was legislation of a most contentious nature passed
at the last Session of the Legislature. It might well be as-
sumed that the outcome of the hy-election was a direct warn-
ing to the government to go slow on further adventures in tax
increases at a time when the general trend is toward easing
the burden on the man in the street.

If this was the chief reason behind the defeat of the Socred
candidate, then it would appear that the Social Credit League
of B.C. is completely out of step with that broad percentage
of the public it claims to represent.

My, Bennett made a plea to the public last June for a
chance to govern this province with a solid working majority
that would bring stability to B.C. politics after an unsettled
year. His plea was granted and he is now in the saddle for
the next four years.

It is only through such an event as a by-election that the
public can now have an opportunity of expressing its opinion
of government action.

Because the people of Victoria declined to have a voice in
the cabinet is no cause for the Social Credit League to im-
mediately set up a cry of wolf . . . rather it is a time to ex-
amine its policies and see where it and the government have
possibly been in error.

Correction of such errors instead of searching for an ex-
cuse will certainly sit much better with the people of British

Columbia.

A Fine Building, But—

Promptly at 8:30 a.m. Monday morning Quesnel’s new post
office was opened for business, despite the fact that covering
for counters had not yet arrived, and a few other odds and
ends remained to be finished off.

Quesrel is fortunate indeed to have what is certainly one
of the finest Federal buildings in the Central Interior. Yet it
seems most unfortunate that architectural bugs were not dis-
covered and corrected long before actual construction of the
building was commenced.

Even now, with only a portion of the new building in use,
it is 'apparent that little or no thought was given to several

most important items.

Take the outside drop box in the post office for instance,

This is located at the south end of the building and is tucked
into a dark and unlighted corner. It will be many and many
a day before most people discover the unlikely spot in which
that drop box is located. Yet a drop box to facilitate after
hours mailing of letters and parcels is a very necessary detail
in any post office.

The lock bhox section of the new post office is most con-
veniently set apart from the main office. It is warm and
brightly lighted, yet when the day comes when more hoxes
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are added it will require almost a major remodelling job to ac-
commodate them.

Once the upstairs offices are put to use even more glaring
bugs will become apparent. The new RCMP office is a case
in point. There it will he impossible to deal with more than
one or two customers at a time, unless there is a sharp revision
of the counter design.

Several of these deficiencies have been pointed out. They
have been recognized by the contractors and by the depart-
ments which will make use of the building. But apparently
there can be no change in the architect’s planning.

Quesnel has every right to be proud of what is certainly
the finest building in the entire area, yet it is disappointing to
have such a building contain the short-comings that need never
have existed.
