Passes Soon

For everyone living in the Central and Northern Interior,
from the Cariboo to the Peace River country, the report of
Premier Bennett's proposals to the Federal Government made

OTTAWA. (CP) — Cana-
da’s deep-sea ship owners
have been given the cabinet’s
permission to transfer more
of their already-decimated
fleet to British registry. But
Transport Minister Chevrier,
in a letter conveying the cab-
inet decision to M. G. Angus,
president of the Canadian
Shipowners Assoc., turned
down the shipowners request
for freedom to dispose of their
vessels where they wish.

The letter also made it clear
that no general subsidy will
be made to the economically-
crippled industry. The cab-
inet would, however, consid-
er granling special aid to
particular services from time
to lime.

W. J. Fisher, manager of
the shipowners assoclation,
said transferring the decp-
sea ships to British registry
would be merely a “tempor-
ary cxpedient.”

And the Dbrothers have found
that their milk output has in-
creased by 33 per cent since
they started using the new milk-
ing parlor a month or so ago.

At one time, like most farm-
ers, they milked cows by hand,
besides doing all the other bharn
chores. The difficulty in getting
farm lahor and the need to cut
down on the work of the farmer
himself forced changes.

The bhiggest change has heen
introduction of the loose hous-
ing system and the milking par-
lor, making the cows do part
of the work.

In loose housing cows wander
around the harn at will. They
help themseles to forage from
racks in the centre of the barn

and water themselves from a
trough.
Come milking time they go

into the parlor, a separate area
in the barn, to the milking
machines. The cows leave by a
second door to return to the
main barn again,

The floor of the parlor is a-
bout three feet above the level
of the barn, reducing stooping.
Cows, after walking up a ramp,
