PGE Marches Ahead Mile a Day

Construction crews are putting down steel on the PGE
extension into the Peace River at the rate of a mile a day and
by last Tuesday had the rails laid to a point 23.2 miles north of
Prince George. The track layers have been working steadily de-
spite temperatures that dropped to frigid 58 below zero.

new cars of rail to be moved up
into position with no delay.
Thousands of tons of the hea-
vy 85-pound steel are stocked in
an assembly yard set up immed-

iately north of Prince George.
It is from this supply ceatre
that the steel and other mater-

ials are being moved steadily a-
head to busy track-laying crews.

More than 60 business men, re-
porters and radio and television
representatives made the trip to
the end of steel last Tuesday to
view at first hand the modern
techniques being used to put
track down at a record pace.

Residents of the coast will soon
be seeing railroad building ov-
er their television sets for there
was a special CBC team aboardI
the special train.

Much of the equipment being
used was devised right in the
PGE shops at Squamish and it
is proving to be very efficient
indeed. The cars being used to
move up the rail are unique in
rail-roading.

Two sets of trucks are connec-
ted with a centre beam and when
the car is unloaded the beam is
plucked out of position and the
whole assembly lifted to the side
of the right-of-way by the same
mobile crane that is used to lift
the rail into place for the track-
lavers.

As the crane moves slowly a-|.

head hauling its supply of rail,
track men follow behind using
a power operated machine to
¢inch the bolts on the fish plates
linking the sections of rail and
spiking the steel to the ties.

Ties are spotted along the com-
pleted grade by trucks working
out of supply dumps established
at intervals along the line.

Speaking before an audience of
more than 200 in Prince George
on Tuesday evening, PGE gen-
eral manager, Joe Broadbent
said the track laying would con-
tinue to the end of March. Work
would then be suspended until
early summer.

He set the fall of 1958 as the
target date for completion of the
line into Dawson Creek and Fort
St. John.

Newton Stacey, newly elected
MLA for North Vancouver, de-
clared the extension would
make the PGE the north-south
life line of the province and
would be a'most important fac-

Night-Life for Your Camera

Light is a must in picture tak-
ing, but that doesn’t necessarily
mean sunlight. Moonlight, can-
dlelight, street light—all of these
will do nicely not only as a source
of inspiration for your camera,
but as an effective source of light

"as well. Indoors, either flash or
flood can be used to throw light
on your subject after the sun has
gone down.

Essential to any camera on the
night shift is a tripod or some
other solid support. Without it,
you may spoil your picture—for
even the slightest amount of cam.
era movement during a time ex-
posure can be fatal to the result.

As for the length of exposure
to be used for night shots, there’s
really no hard-and-fast rule to
follow, You'll need a little pa-
tience and a bit of trial-and-error
at first. Since there'll be widely
differing light conditions and
subjects, your best bet will be
to try several exposures—noting
the length of time and the lens
opening used for each shot. Some
picture-takers like to stick ta the
“rule of three”—one exposure
based on checking prevailing con-

ditions carefully against those
listed in the instructions that
come with your film, another ex-
posure half as long, and a third
one about twice as long.

If you're wondering how you
can keep an eye on the subject
and still observe the second hand
on your watch to time the ex-
posure, there’s an old snapshoot-
er's trick you may want to bor-
row. It seems somebody once fig-
ured out that it takes about one
second to say “one chimpanzee,”
another second to say “two chim-
panzees,” and so on. (No one has
ever told us, but we imagine a
half a second would be worth
only “one chimp.”) We're in-
clined to think that “one kan-
garoo” or “one lion cub” would
do just as well for counting pur-
poses, if you don’t happen to be
partial to chimpanzees!

With today’s cameras and the
new films on the market, there's
no reason for not having fun with
your camera right around the
clock. So, how about putting a
little “night-life” next on your
shooting schedule?
