I n opening he made a p lea for greater support of the B o a r d 
of T rade , po in t ing out that the B o a r d is o i ^ y as good as the 
people of Q u e s n e l m a k e i t . H e fel t that he h a d a n excel lent exe ­
cu t ive this year a n d w i t h good p u b l i c support c o u l d look ahead 
to a b u s y and successful year . 

drew attention M r . Fairbairn 
to the announced improvements 
fdr the local airport this year. 
He felt that Board of Trade ac­
tion had done much to bring this 
about. The Board has also been 
working for some time to have 
an office of the Unemployment 
Insurance Service established 
here and now appeaft something 
wi l l be done'in 1957. 

He reminded his listeners that 
ttds area has a great potential 
in natural resources and i t is 
quite possible we wil l see an ex­
pansion of industry as more pow­
er is available. 

The new plant now under con­
struction will have an initial out­
put of 12,000 kw but the plant 
is so planned that its capacity 
can be increased 60,000 kw if 
development demands such an 
increase. 

It was still the speaker's opin­
ion that the area wil l eventually 
be served by hydro power, tho' 
he felt the thermal plant now un­
der construction would be suff­

icient for our needs until some 
large industrial undertaking is 
established. 

During the coroing year the 
Board wil l do a l l it can to en­
courage the establishment of 
secondary industry i n the dist­
rict, and at the same time wi l l 
continue effbrts for an access 
road linking Quesnel with the 
Quesnel Lake area. 

M r . Fairbairn added that the 
Board is always interested in 
matters of civic concern. In this 
regard much work has been done 
toward the securing of additional 
dental service for Quesnel. He 
was confident that an announce­
ment regarding a new dentist 
would be made within the very 
near future. 

In closing the new Board pre­
sident warned that Quesnel must 
continually strivfe for improve­
ment and expansion. He warned 
that we have aggressive towns to 
the north and .south of ours and 
that programs in Quesnel must 
stay abreast of the programs be­
ing carried out in those towns.

1958. which would be too great a 
delay. 

Mr. McNeill then said it was 
his opinion that the commission­
ers should follow the letter of 
the Shop Regulations Act since 
there was opposition to the pro­
posed bylaw amendment. 

In arguing that the matter 
couldn't be delayed, Mr . Fraser 
said the commission must eith­
er go ahead or call the whole 
thing off. As matters stood at 
the present time only chaos could 
result with stores staying open 
both Friday and Saturday nights 
He added the public didn't know 
where it stood. 

At this point Commissioner 
Tingley raised the question as to 
who were the retailers legitim­
ately entitled to have a voice re­
garding the proposed by-law , 
change. 

The suggestion was then made 
by Mr . McNeil l that an opinion 
be obtained from the Inspector 
of Municipalities. He further sug­
gested that another petition 
should be circulated when it was 
established which business hous­
es were entitled to sign such a 
petition. 

Here M r . Cashman again ent­
ered the argument, stating it 
was his opinion the whole matter 
should be handed back to the Re­
tail Merchants Association, since 
they had not presented the case 
properly in the first instance. He 
agreed that an opinion i*egard-
ing the status of shop-keepers 
should be obtained from the in­
spector. 

Mr . Fraser disagreed with Mr. 
Cashman saying it was the com­
missioners who had done the 
misleading in-so-far as they felt 
they had been acting on the wish­
es of a decisive majority. 

L . L . H i l l had earlier protested 
the precipitate action taken by 
the commissioners, stating it 
had been his understanding that 
those in opposition were to be 
given the opportunity of submitt­
ing a petition. To this Mr . Fra­
ser replied that a petition had 
been received from the Retail 
Merchants the following day 
which appeared to present a sol­
id majority in favor of the F r i ­
day opening. 

Mrs. HiU argued that the F r i ­
day opening gave no considera­
tion to district residents. She 
contended that Quesnel was not 
like Vancouver and other B.C. 
communities and that Saturday 
was the most logical day for late 
shopping. 

The sometimes heated discuss­
ion closed with the Commission 
decision to hoist all action to 
March 11. In the meantime an o-
Din ion is to be secured from the 
In.spector of Municipalities and a 
new petition drawn up. Until fur­
ther action is taken on March 11. 
the old by-law will be followed 
with stores remaining open to 9 
p.m. on Saturdays.
