H . A . Gray, Highways Depart­
ment district engineer here stat­
ed that one truck was found to 
be overloaded by 5000 pounds on 
the rear axle, and that six out 
of nine vehicles checked were 
carrying loads beyond their le­
gal capacities. 

"We are taking steps to check 
overloads now rather than wait 
until break-up when roads might 
be damaged extensively," said 
M r . Gray. He is particularly con­
cerned about the hard surfaced 
highways which can be badly 
broken up by overloads. 

He stated that in one instance 
a crawler type tractor had been 
moved for several miles along 
the surfaced highway south of 
Quesnel and in another a similar 
type unit was being moved regu­
larly across the pavement with 
no effort to protect the hard sur­
face ftom damage by tracks. 

However, he pointed out that 
instances of this kind are relat-
ivelj' isolated and most common 
offenders are the truckers who 
refuse to recognize the load l im-

He mentioned that the game 
appears to have wintered well 
even though there is sign of over 
brousing and indicatd that if the 
winter terminates in the near fu­
ture there s.hould be little loss 
through stan.^ation. He also said 
that disease is dov/n among moo­
se and that there appears to be 
as many animals on the east 
shore of the Fraser as on tiie 
west. 

The Game Biologist outlined 
the k i l l of small game during 
19.55 to give his audience some 
idea of how the game department 
works in judging bag limits for 
any given year. 

He made an appeal to the 
group that any persons having 
received the questionnaires sent 
out bv the government make a 
point of returning them to Vic­
toria, as negative results are as 
important to the department as 
positive results. 

Mr . von Althen spoke to the 
group on game management in 
Germany and stated that, area 
for area, there is three times 
the amount of game in Gemiany 
as there is in British Columbia. 

He also said that, to get a 
hunting licence,'an individual is 
made to perform a written test 
to prove that he or she is proper­
ly able to handle fire arms and 
is then charged $2.50 for liabillt>-
insurance. 

After this he is assigned an ar­
ea which is his to hunt and main­
tain, and in which trespassers 
are liable to prosecution, as he 
is responsible for any damage 
done in the area. 

Game on the area is fed by a 
gan* keeper which makes it a 
sport for only those who can of-
ford the upkeep. This is necess­
ary, as it is the only way to keep 
the crop at a' high level.

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to Edncation was the question 
discussed at a P-T.A. panel held 
last Thursday evening at Quesnel 
High School. A near-capacity at­
tendance was on hand to listen 
to five speakers deal with the 
topic. While there was a sharp 
divergence in views, the discus­
sion failed to terminate conclu­
sively. 

In a summation at the close of 
the discussion M r . C. G. Green­
wood, pointed out that it was 
only one of several problems be­
ing faced in the field of educa­
tion today. 

He reminded the audience that 
the teaching population is scarce 
today largely because few wish 
to go in for teaching as a career. 
Salaries are low in comparison 
with other lines of endeavor and 
as a consequence schools are 
sometimes forced take either 
unqualified teachers or close 
some departments, thereby de­
priving students of opportunities 
they might otherwise have. 

While the part-time job does 
crate a problem from the point 
of view of the teacher it was his 
opini<»i that it could not be en­
t i r e blamed for lack of student 
interest in the general education­
al program. 

Miss C. A. McAlpine, of the 
High School teaching staff, op­
ened the discussion speaking at 
some length on the detriments of 
the part-time job. Sse felt that 
students should have a reasona­
ble balance of activities and that 
study and education should hold 
a high place in the activity sche­
dule. 

While, at one time, teen-agers 
had plenty of chores at home to 
keep them occupied in their 
spare time, the situation is en­
tirely different today. Work at 
home had a character building 
influence since it was for the 

"welfare of the entire family. But 
part-time work outside the home 
too frequently gaVe teen-agers 
more money to spend on thenisel-
ves and their pleasures than 
was good for them. If the stud­
ent used money earned for the 
betterment and aid of his family 
it was a different matter. 

However, she did not believe 
in students working at part-time 
jobs when it took up their even­
ings and kept them out late at 
nig'ht. She stated that students 
could not absorb what was be­
ing taught when they were phys­
ically and mentally too weary to 
do anything but doze in class. 

She added that teen-agers with 
money to spare began smoking 
heavily and developed other bad 
habits, something they could hot 
do without the extra cash. She 
f^t that some students placed 
so much importance on the earn­
ing of a few extra dollars that 
they had to skip classes to do so. 

To be effective education was 
a full time job and it left no room 
for outside occupations such as 
working. 

This statement was refuted by 
Mrs. J . E , Akerman, who presen­
ted the parents' point of view 
and supported the part-time job 
as a character builder. She con­
tended that today students are 
expected to choose a course of 
study at an early age and with­
out an opportunity to try out 

some occupations through the 
medium.of the part-time job they 
have no way of deciding which 
courses to choose. 

She added that the part-time 
job developes a sense of respon­
sibility. It encourages punctual­
ity and good work habits and 
provides training in money math­
ematics. It also tends to develop 
outside interests. 

However, Mrs. A}:erman felt 
that parents had a big responsi­
bility in guiding their children 
into the proper type of part-time 
job and in seeing that home­
work and other school require­
ments are not neglected. She 
concluded with the observation 
that teen-agers are better able to 
cope with financial and emotion­
al tragedies i f they have some 
outside working experience. 

Views of the part-time student* 
worker were presented by Rober­
ta I*arminter, who felt there 
were definite advantages in hol­
ding a job while attending school. 
It was the opinion of the speaker 
that the job holder was more 
apt to see that homework assign­
ments were done than the stud­
ent without a job who simply put 
assignments off. 

She felt that in addition to giv­
ing a student an opportunity to 
meet the public the part-time job 
was an excellent means of secur­
ing funds for continuance of ed­
ucation. 

The speaker had found that as 
a result of her particular job her 
t3T>ing had improved and she had 
gained an insight into office rou­
tine that would not otherwise 
have been possible. 

W. L . Griffith, speaking as an 
employer, felt the part-time job 
provided opportunity for students 
to meet education costs and also 
gave boys not in a position to go 
on to university to get started in 
a trade even before they finished 
their schooling. 

He felt the argument regarding 
the overtaxing of students phys­
ically due to a job was only a 
half truth, and pointed out that 

marriage as they did net wish to 
settle down in a home to raise 
families. The part-time job gave 
a false feeling of independence 
that induced the student to neg­
lect home responsibilities. 

The speaker felt that the prime 
achievement of a parent was to 
train children to be good par­
ents. Holding a part-time j::b 
could defeat this purpo.'JC. 

At the conclusion of the talks. 
Mrs. E . Westover, acting as mo­
derator, called for questions 
from the floor. But in .view of 
the many points covered during 
the discussion there was a dearth 
of questions. 

In reply to one question direc-

er stated it was very difficult to 
siaie how much time sh:>uld be 
spent on homework, since it de­
pended entirelj' upon the individ­
ual student's ability to concen­
trate. 

Replying to another question 
Mr . Robb stated that pupils in 
European schools were given a 
goal to work toward and obliged 
to achieve definite objectives be­
fore moving on to the higher 
planes of learning. The mass ed­
ucation system at present being 
followed in Canada did not set 
such a goal, with the result that 
apathy frequently developed a-
mong students. 

The evening concluded with 
the serving of refreshments in 
the home economies room.

While 
the speaker felt there were a 
number of jobs that were not 
suitable for the student he belie­
ved that the resp9nsible employ­
er takes steps to see that too 
much is not 'demanded^ ot' the 
student emplovee. 

In closing Mr . Griffith said he 
felt the part-time job had a def­
inite place in the student's life, 
as much so as school and recre­
ation, since it was a means of 
preparing him for the day when 
he must take his place in the 
work-a-day world. 

•Rw. Archie Birse, fifth sneak­
er on the panel denounced the 
part-time j-ob on the grounds 
that it prevented the student 
from fuU particioation in school 
activities. M r . Birse .stated that 
from personal experience he felt 
the part-time job left a student 
too pxhansted to learn anything 
d'l'-in? study hours.

O F F I C E S U P P L I E S a n d S T A T I O N E R Y D E P A R T M E N T

MOST of the common foot dis­
orders may be traced to ill-fitt­

ing shoes and socks or to faulty 
foot hygiene. These foot troubles 
are mostly rather difficult to 
cure but are readily preventable 
if a little care and forethought 
is excercised. 

Bunions are caused by wearing 
shoes which do not have a strai-
ghht inner border, the shoe being 
somewhat pointed owing to the 
inner lx>rder deviating outwards. 
This type of shoe forces the big 
toe over towards the other toes. 
The condition is often further ag­
gravated by the wearing of high 
heels. A further contributary 
cause may be tight socks or 
stockings. Those who suffer from 
bunions should seek the service 
of their physician as the treat­
ment wi l l vary according to the 
exact condition found. 

Corns are localized thickenings 
of the skin due to the constant 
rubbing of ill-fitting shoes. Rest 
and the provision of correct foot 
wear wiU cure the condition. 

The cutting of the nail of the 
great toe in a seipi-circular fash­
ion combined with tight fitting 
shoes and socks wUl cause in­

grown toenails. M i l d cases may 
sometimes be cured by inserting 
a small pledget of sterile cotton 
wooJ under the nail where it is 
growing into the flesh combined 
with filing of the centra portion 
of the toe nail in order to thin it 
down. The shoes and socks must 
of course be corrected. 

Although athletes foot is caus­
ed by a fungus infection, the 
soil is more important than the 
seed in the prevention and cure 
of the condition. The fungus only 
flourishes where the skin is moist 
and sodden. Except in severe 
cases where the family physician 
should be consulted, the condition 
may be cured by washing the 
feet daily taking particular care 
to dry the feet, especially be­
tween the toes, after the wash­
ing. A simple dusting powder, or 
a powder containing either sali­
cylic acid or undecylenic acid 
should be used after the feet are 
dried. Clean socks should be pro­
vided daUy. 

To sum up, in order to keep 
the feet healthy we should: 
1. Make sure that our shoes fit 
and have a straight inner boi-dcr. 
2. Wear socks that are roomy 
and clean and dry. 
3. Cut the nail of the great toe
