On the Cariboo Highway single 
axle trucks wil l be limited to 
50%of 18,000 lbs. and tandems 
will be limited to 50% of 32,000 
lbs. 

On side roads in the area truc­
kers with dual wheel trucks wiU 
be limited to 6.000 lbs. gross 
weight while single wheel trucks 
wil l be permitted to carry 4,000 
lbs. gross weight, but no more. 

It was p'ointed out by Mr . Gray 
that the roads are already start­
ing to soften in a great many 
spots and that a few warm nights 
in a row could turn roads into 
mud trails.

ties of garbage dumpers w h o .seem to have been pa r t i cu l a r ly 
act ive i n the Quesne l neighborhood d u r i n g the past few mon­
ths. N o w that the snow banks are begin ing to settle, evidence 
of the dumpers ' activit ies are becoming most impleasant ly ap­
parent. 

It is an offense punished b y l aw to d u m p garbage along a 
h ighway , ye t the h ighway south of Q u e s n e l i s l i t e r a l l y dotted 
w i th piles of o ld cans a n d other refuse that has been h u r r i e d l y 
dumped f rom a car or t ruck . 

Dispos ing of garbage is a lways an unpleasant chore and 
one that must be tackled w i t h considerable regu la r i ty . H o w ­
ever, the roadside is no' garbage d u m p even i f i t i s m i g h t y 
handy. 

Perhaps the t ime is a r r i v i n g when the quest ion of garbage 
disposal has to be faced on a broader basis t han i t i s at pres­
ent. Quesne l has its m u n i c i p a l d u m p that is made use of by 
m a n y ind iv idua l s i n addi t ion to the recognized garbage c o l l ­
ection agency. 

It may be that the loca t ion of the garbage d u m p is too 
far away to be convenient for some pepple, w i t h the resul t 
that refuse is l i t tered a long the roadsides. If this the case 
then steps should be taken to establish more garbage dispos­
a l areas. 

A s i d e from the heal th menace created, those uns ight ly 
pi les of garbage at the roadside m a k e a b lack m a r k that is not 
soon forgotten b y visi tors w h o come to Ca r iboo i n answer to 
our pub l i c i ty . 

Unless we stop the garbage dumpers ou r tour is t bu i iness 
w i l l w i the r u p despite o u r new, smooth h ighways and h igh 
pressure sales pitches.

T h e W e e k a t O t t a w a . . . 

OTTAWA (CP) — Canada has ar­
ranged the biggest immigra­

tion airlift in her history to take 
care of a large .share of the 200.-
000 immigrants expected this 
year. 

Tho Air Bridge to Canada, a 
Iransatlanlic air lift of 35Q chart­
ered flights for British and Fren­
ch immigrants during the spring 
and summer months, was ann­
ounced in the Commons Feb. 23 
by Immigration Minister Pick­
ersgill. 

He said that within 2 weeks of 
the announcement the planes 
would begin flying immigrants 
directly lo Toronto, Winnipeg. 
Edmonton and Vancouver. The 
air passengers wil l be mostly 
British. 

Departmental officials said the 
participating aircraft belong to 
5 United States carriers. Three 
Canadian carriers had also ten­
dered for the job but they had 
submitted bids for all Canadia.i 
points, and the rates they did 
submit were too high.

It was the government's third 
major announcement on immi­
gration within a week. A few 
days earlier, it said Canada this 

year expected 200.000 immig-
rnnfc; - half nf them British - for 
the largest intake since the rec­
ord .500.000 in 1913. 

And Feb. 27 it announced plans 
for moving to Canada Hungarian 
refhjgees now in camps in the U -
nited Kingdom. France and the 
Netherlands. Those in the U .K . 
who were to tr: vel by sea would 
begin moving aboard the liner 
.'^scania in late April or early 
May, and the'liner would contin­
ue her Hungarian-im.migrant 
runs until November. 

Besides announcing the air 
lift for British and French imm­
igrants, Mr. Pickersgill said tho 
government is continuing indef-
inately its charter of two Mari­
times Central Aij-ways planes 
for the Hungarians nnd has char­
tered 28 Canadian Pacific Air­
lines flights to take Hungarians 
to Western Canada points. 
He did not say how many would 

be flown in the ABC operation, 
as it is called, but said an aver­
age of about 70 will be on each 
flight. That would bring the total 
for the 350 flights to almost 25,000

The government is paying tlie 

full cost of the Hungarians' tran­

sportation. 
A flat rale oi' $200 has been ar­

ranged for the British and Fren­
ch newcomers, regardless of 
which of the four ABC destina­
tions they choose. But children 
under two years old would travel 
at 10 per cent of full fare and 
those between two and 10 at 
half-fare. 

Canadian and other carrie.'-s 
still are negotiating with the .go­
vernment lo fly Hungarians to 
Canada. Mr . Pickersgill said 
Canada is anxious to have the 
Hungarians here quickly so that 
they can start settling into jobs. 
The government has frequently 
stressed that Canada needs more 
manpower to meet the needs oi' 
the nation's capital expansion. 

The minister said that " in 
practice the ( A B O airlift wiil 
be largely for British immigrant:; 
because, unfortunately', v/e do 
not seem to be able to induce 
very many Frenchmen to come 

to Canada - a condition I regret. ' 
FISSH VS POWER 

Speakers from all opposition 
parties agreed with Fisheries 
Minister Sinclair in the Comm­
ons last week that power projects 
must not be allowed to destroy 
the multi-million dollar salmon 
runs of the Fraser River. 

The Commons also gave sec­
ond reading - approval in princi­
ple - to a biil to ratify an amend­
ment signed here in December to 
the Canada-United States Pacific 
salmon treaty. The amendment 
would put pink salmon under the 
regulatory jurisdiction of the in­
ternational Pacific salmon com­
mission, which so far has regula­
ted only sockeye salmon.

had kept U.S. authorities inform­
ed of his policy. 

He had encouraged B.C. fisher­
men to buy 15 old deep-sea sein­
ers in the U.S. The federal gov­
ernment waived restrictions ag­
ainst buying foreign fishing boats 
more than five years old and re­
mitted in part import duties. Re­
strictions on B.C. fishermen's 
gear were lifted. 

B.C. fishermen, by going far­
ther out to sea than previously, 
had increased Canada's share of 
the pink salmon catch from a-
bout 20 p>er cent to 46 in under 
two years. 

Said Mr . Sinclair: "I assured 
them (American authorities) also 
that instead of having a fishing 
war we would rather have a 
treaty,. If we could not have a 
treaty', we would have a fishing 
war." 

The "war", he said, led last 
year to agreement by the U.S 
to Canada's long-standing re­
quest that pink salmon be brou't 
under the commission's jurisdic­
tion.

palities. This means that resid­
ents whia are not tax payers'will 
be allowed to vote on the elec­
tion of a mayor and aldermen 
and on general plobi.scites. 

However, resident voters WIKJ 

are rtDt tax payers wJU have no 
vote on money by-laws. 

The new Act also set down a 
schedule of remuneration for el­
ected municipal representatives. 
In the case of Quesnel the mayor 
can receive a salary up to $2000 
while aldermen or councillors 
may receive up to $700 annually. 
Under the old Village Act the 
maximum pay aUowed was $300 
per year. 

While the new Act is slated to 
become effective July 1 it is 
doubtful if there will be any ad-
ministratiye change until elec­
tion time next December when 
the mayor and aldermen can be 
named. 

Drafting of the 1957 budget is 
already far advanced and a 
works program for the year has 
been laid out. It would not be in 
the best interests of the commun­
ity to make any change in mid-
season. 

A plebiscite will likely be held 
sometime after July 1 when the 
electorate will be asked if it 
wishes to attain town status. It 
will be necessary to hold such a 
plebiscite in order to set up ma­
chinery for the change over. The 
universal franchise, all'owing 
non-tax paying residents to vote 
will be used. 

If the plebiscite is carried fav­
orably then nlominations will be 
held early next December for a 
mayor and aldermen. Under the 
requirements for town adminis­
tration a mayor and four alder­
men will be elected. 

While there is no official state­
ment on the subject, it is under-
stiood that municipalities that 
now have village status and pop­
ulations which would entitle 
them to become towns will be re­
quired to take such a step should 
the move for town status be de­
feated in a plebiscite. 
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F y v i e was assured that the 
C o m m i s s i o n w o u l d endeav­
or to secure a suitable site. 

In c los ing the dis t r ic t san­
i ta r ian stated that i t migh t 
be two o r more years before 
any definite steps could be 
taken t o w a r d const ruct ion of 
the bu i ld ing , since i t was re­
al ized that communi ty sup­
port w o u l d be r equ i r ed and 
it was not the in tent ion of
