R A D I C A L C H A N G E S at the lo­

lation. They are the raw mater­
ia l from which a church, vigor­
ous and alert, alive to its evan­
gelistic apportunity, wil l obtain 
those infusions of new^ life so es­
sential if it is to continue in ser­
vice to God and man.

wake and ready for his father's 
"Come on, son, hurry up or you 
wil l be late." 

This rebellion of his had been 
well thought out, and his ans­
wer was respectful but determ­
ined. "Take Mum and the other 
kids, I 'm staying h3me with 
you." There wfes no time for ar­
gument, even if J i m had thought 
of one, but he did some thinking 
on his way to and fro.m church 
that Sunday. 

He was a big enough man to 
put himself in the place of his re­
bellious son.. Big enough too to 
change the pattern of his life 
(which is never an easy thing) 
and from that Sunday on there 
were five Tomlinsons in chiurch 
each Sunday. 

So he joined up with the third 
class, which is certainly no more 
than a third of the population, 
of those parents who are reason­
able in their approach to t'neir 
children's spiritual welfare. 

How many p>arents, if told that 
a trip to the Mayo Clinic at Roch­
ester held even slight hope for 
the recovery of their sick child 
would reply "Oh, but we can't 
afford it ." Or how many would 

ted to take part in a golf tourna­
ment. No sacrifice would be too 
great for their physical well be­
ing. Are their souls of less im­
portance?

"There is an intimate relation­
ship between health and the pro­
duction of food. Therefore, World 
Health Day in 1957 is co-sponsor­
ed by the Food and Agricultiu-e 
Organization. 

"Poverty is only one of the 
reasons people don't eat the rip,ht 
ki:id of food. Prosperit>' and ig­
norance also play significant rol­
es. Even heart disease — a lead­
ing Iriller in an- increasing num­
ber of countries — is now being 

attributed by some investigators 
to excessive consiunption of un-
needed fats," states a special 
bulletin from the World Healtk 
Organization. 

"Malnutrition undermines the 
health and saps the strength of 
hundreds of millions. In the Am­
ericas, it is a leading cause •£ 
infant mortality. A l l too often 
yyoung children die as a result 
of lack of protein and otlier es­
sential elements of a balanced 
diet, although the inunediate 
cause of death may be dysentry 
or some other disease against 
which undemoiu-ished bodies 
have little resistance." 

The changing of food habits •< 
a people is a difficult, long-terni 
task, but one that is often essen­
tial to the improvement ot heal­
th. It requires the full coUabora-
tibn of public health administra­
tors and agriculturists.
