round the end of June, 1951. At
that time highway contracts had
been let as far as Lac la Hache,
a distance of approximately 120
miles from the Village of Ques-
nel and 60 miles from the c<aiiy
boundary of North Caribco Dis-
trict.

The only pavement in the Dis-
trict was 1.3 miles in Quesnel ii-
self. and of a low standard com-
pared with the usual machine
laid jobs.

Thnere were a few miles of good
construction along the highway
such as Dog Prairie (215 miles?,
Australian (114 miles), and Two
Mile Flat (2 miles). But even
these were nnt paved or surfaced
with crushed gravel.

Tha remainder of the road was
of low standard, and side roads.
were of lower standard. though
some sections were quite good.

The Barkerville Road was gen-
erally in the best condition be-

rearee there was practicallv nn
traffic at that time. and it did
not drv out as much as the Cari-
boo Highway and some other
roads.

P.G.E. construction was under
wav between Quesnel and Prince
George. and using pretty well all
available labor and equipment.

:The Western Plvwood Plant was

under construction, and also
competing for labor and equip-

ment.

The Department had three
graders. one of which was prac-
tically wuseless, little project
money was available, and could
not have been spent if it had
heen. Obvicusly, anv improve-
ment program that could be
done by Depariment crews «r
dav Jabor was verv limited. as
w2 cntld hardly keep up with
maintenance grading, let alone
improvements.

However, someé important an‘l
very essential construetion was
dore during the summer of 1951.
Three Mile Flat. north of Ques-
nel. was reconstructed for 2.4
miles, the work having been
started and almost completed by
mv  npredecessor. This section
i~rmerly had been a trouble spot.

Later we moved to the Fraser
Road, south of West Quesnel on
the west side of the Fraser Riv-
er. where 4.3 miles were recon-
structed 24 feet wide. and addi-
tional clearing started. The sec-
tion of road had to be recon-
structed as it was impassable
durine spring breakup. $15,000
project funds were alloted to
this job. During the previous
vear almost six miles had been
reconstructed, but gravelling nnt
completed. We finished gravell-

ing both sections, thaugh the haul
distance for the 1952 section was

We only had five 3-ton dump
trucks and few hired trucks to
do the gravelling, and at the
same time with these trucks. had
to preparc the arterial highway
at Quesnel for pavemrent as well
as to haul the plant mix bitumin-
ous material to the job.

Our three graders were tied up
with these two projects through
the month of September and dur-
ing that time the Cariboo High-
way detericrated into the wors!
condition imaginable. Foriunat-
ely we managed to grade it at
the end of September just before
freeze-up. Srow came at the be-
ginning of October and we were
snow plowing for the remainder
of the winter.

A gravel crusher had beep set
up in Itte August to prepare
crushed material for the paving
vrogram. This was probably the
first time.in history that gravel
had been crushed in North Cari-
boo’District. With jt we widened
and shouldered most of the ar-
terial highway in Quesnel.

The Surfacing Branch supplied
two small mixers and a smal
roller and produced the M.C.2
plant mix required. District e-
auipment and a few hired trucks
did the rest of the recapping and
widening work.

28]
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Village of Quesnel had torn up
much of the street to install a
water main. It was very difficult
to keep traffic off the new pave-
ment while it was setting as peo-
ple were not used to having pave-
ment work there.

One cowboy made a return
journey over the streei on horse-
back from cne end to the other.
The crusher kept working into
November, and with this méater-
ial we surfaced Two Mile Flai
which was the first time this sec-
tion of road had ever been reali:
smooth.

Then early next vear we were
able to surface to the Airport an:
up the highway on the new con-
struction. The result was that in
May of 1952 the Surfacing Branch
was able to pulvi-mix five miles
from Quesnel north, and did an

excellent job.

And so there were six miles of
hard surface in North Caribeo
District in 1952. Things were
looking up a little by then, bt
during 1951, and previous years,
the public was very bitter about
road conditions. Many of the res-
idents had just moved into thwe
area from the south, where road
conditions were much differemt.

By 1951 even the old time resi-
dents were resentful because the
increased traffic and heavy
trucking roughened up the high-
way very quickly. First because
it was too dry and we couldm’t
grade often enough. Then later
because it was too wet and the
traffic turned the surface iabve
potholes.
