Records and articles of histori-
cal interest have been gathered
for years yet there is no place
where they may be displayed,
and without a proper museum it
is most difficult to maintain in-
terest, with the consequence that
articles of historic value are be-
ing lost or destroyed as time
goes on.

Need for an art gallery and
tourist informatin centre is e-
qually important for the district.
Provision in the planning has
been made for a lecture hall
which can also be used as a club
room or meeting place for old-
timers of the district.

It is suggested that financing

of the structure can be accomp-
uspea py purchase of building
blocks by private individuals, do-
nations or compames and otaer
groups interested in the support
of art and establishing of mus-
eums, and with Centennial grant
money.

Revenue derived from rental
of the lecture room, sale of sou-
venirs and cards, rental from the
tourist bureau quarters, dona-
tions from tourists, commissions
on gallery sales, a grant from the
municipality similar to the libra-
ry ‘grant, and private member-
ship subscriptions is estimated
as sufficient to meet operating
costs of the building.

In keeping with modern trends
the Historical Society suggests
that the museum building would
become a cultural centre for the
district, rather than the dull mu-
seum associated with yesteryear.

It appears necessary that we
should give you some informa-
tion relative to statements in a
letter in your issue of the 11th
instant, by Mr. R. R. Moffat.

In view of the fact that every
ounce of gold mined by Cariboo
Gold Quartz has been taken from
ground, repeatedly reported by
many competent investigators to
be of no commercial value, it is
certain that we should be the last
group in North America to con-
demn any prospect. Indeed we
have been careful not to do so in
connection with our venture at
Iron Mountain.

After obtaining an ‘option on
that group of claims carrying a
substantial cash payment, we
promptly secured the services aof
an outstanding Geophysicist of
international repute, to make a
thorough magnetometer report
on the area. Early findings ap-
peared very encouraging, but
follow-up with diamond drill and
stripping failed to show a degree
of copper enrichment such as
was indicated by shallow surface
prospecting. With the assistance
of our engineering staff, search

- continued vigorously until the

snow drove us out. During this
time, 1 believe the Syndicate ow-
ning the Iron Mountain Group
was kept fairly well acquainted
with the results of our work. Un-
der the original option a further
cash payment was due the Syn-
dicate from us on the 15th De-
cember. Results of our investi-
gation up to that time did not ap-
pear to our Directors to justify
further cash payments at that
time. In a report sent out to our
Shareholders last fall, we admit-
ted temporary disappointment in
our search for a Copper Mine at
McLeese Lake, but expressed the
hope that we might be able to ar-
range with the owners for furth-
er work in the spring. Failing to
arrange this extension, we did
not make the cash payment due
in December, and, shortly after
we were notified that the option
was cancelled. Had we been
granted an extension, it is poss-
ible that further work might
have altered our conclusions,

Mr. Moffat suggests that the
reports made by our Geophysic-
ist went to the mining company
from whom we had borrowed the
magnetometer. So far as I can
ascertain, they have neither ask-
ed for, nor received any informa-
tion in connection with this work.
Our company would feel the deep-
est regret if any failure on our
part could be used to discourage
further work in an area where
there is evidence of wide-spread
copper mineralization. We hasten
to admit that all we did was fail
to prove anything we considered
of economic importance. Howev-
er, we would not even suggest
that Iron Mountain is not a good
place to look for a cppper mine,
