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Pointing Up Need 

When the arteries are in poor con­
dition the patient is in serious trouble, 
and may well die. This is a condition 
that early remedial action can avert. 
When the above thinking is applied to 
the situation in Quesnel the question 
arises as to how long we can continue 
to survive as an expanding B.C. com­
munity when the present Fraser River 
Bridge is the sole means of communica­
tion between the east and west sides 
of the river. 

Only recently Mayor Fraser disclos­
ed that the number of residences in 
West Quesnel outnumber those in East 
Quesnel and the Johnston Subdivision. 
In other words, the bulk of Quesnel's 
residential population is on the west side 
of the Fraser River. 

Two weeks back W. C. Speare, MLA 
for Cariboo, disclosed, while on a visit 
here, that funds for the preliminary 
work on a new bridge are being includ­
ed in the Highways Department esti­
mates that \vill come up at the spring 
session of the Legislature. 

At the same time he said that ap­
proaches to a replacement bridge were 
causing the engineering department 
some considerable concern. 

It might well be that this will pre­
sent a knotty problem. We all know 
that modern bridges are planned to pro­
vide service for many years to come, 
and when traffic projections are made 
the engineers go into calculations on 
clover-leafs and other congestion solv­
ing factors that are expected to cope 
with future development. 

This is all very sound thinking and 

much to be admired, but it still doesn't 
do anything to alleviate the emergency 
that is still growing more acute in this 
community. 

Just how urgent that emergency is 
was well demonstrated a week ago 
when there was a four-car tie-up on the 
bridge, precipitated by a logging truck 
with a high load that ripped out an 
overhead cross member. 

Before traffic ground to a halt two 
cars and a school bus were involved in 
the mess on the slippery crossing. Dam­
age to some of the vehicles was consid­
erable. Another tithe to the bridge that 
has outserved its usefulness. 

The situation is not unknown. Action 
has been promised to make a remedy, 
but the wheels of government some­
times turn slowly and now is no time 
for this project to become enmeshed in 
reels upon reels of red tape, such as 
lengthy engineering deliberations on 
clover-leafs and other folderal when 
straight forward action is needed. 

Today Quesnel is at a crossroads. 
There is excellent prospect of industrial 
expansion that could well double the 
size of this town. If that growth is to 
be hampered, or perhaps restricted, for 
want of a bridge that is already over­
due it would be a sorry thing indeed, 
and a black mark on the entire pro­
vince. 

That accident of last Friday simply 
pointed up the need for a new bridge. 
Not a week goes by without a tie-up 
of some sort on the bridge, though not 
all involve four vehicles and one a 
school bus.

Do It Now 
The "Do It Now" heading to this 

editorial has nothing to do with the 
winter works program, though it most 
certainly has to do with a works pro­
gram that could be of immense and last­
ing benefit to Quesnel. We refer, of 
course, to support of the Weldwood of 
Canada application for a pulp harvest­
ing licence that can mean the locating 
of a pulp mill here. 

At a public meeting last Friday 
Mayor A. V. Fraser emphasized the 
necessity of submitting supporting ma­
terial as early as possible in order that 
it may be reviewed in advance of the 
January 5 hearing on the harvest ap­
plications. 

Advantages of having such an indus­
try established here have been repeat­
edly pointed out over the course of the 
past two weeks, but it is well to review 
them again. 

First, of course, there is the advan­
tage of another substantial payroll for 
the town, bringing with it increased de­
mand for services, housing and kindred 
necessities. There is the increase in dis­
trict assessment also to be considered, 
since it will materially ease the burden 
of school taxes currently carried by-
this, district. 

Quite rightly it has been pointed out 
that the sawmill industry must be pro­
tected, but this is something already 
recognized by the goverrmient and it 
will most assuredly be given full recog­
nition in the final granting of any pulp 
harvesting licence. 

The main point right now is to sig­
nify in the strongest of terms that a 
pulp industry is wanted, and wanted 
right here, not hundreds of miles away 
at some coastal point where its impact 
on our economy would be negligible. 

Supporting briefs will be presented 
by the Town, the Chamber of Com­
merce, the School Board, the North 
Central Association of Chambers of 
Commerce, the Cariboo-PGE Lumber 
Manufacturers and a number of other 
organizations. 

But individual representation is still 
of material value. There is no need to 
make a lengthy submittal. A simple 
statement to the effect that a pulp mill 
here is favored is sufficient. The letter 
should be addressed to The Hon. Ray 
Williston, minister of lands and forests, 
and a copy should go to Premier W. A. 
C. Bennett. But "Do It Now"for the 
time of that all-important hearing is 
ncin- at hand.
